Presentations/Update:

Cindy Black, resident, presented a slideshow presentation for a Fairview Park Nursery
concept. Ms. Black referenced the Talbert Park Restoration Project and suggested that a
nursery for native plants in Fairview Park would help with the restoration of the native
habitats.

. Connie “Destiny” Colocho, an Archaeologist/Lithic Analyst with Scientific
Resource Surveys, Inc. (SRS), presented a report on the completion of the Phase 1
Archaeological Survey for the upper mesa of Fairview Park (Planning areas D and F). The
scope of their work included records search, a field survey, subsurface excavation and
analysis, and coordination with Native American representatives.

Public Comment:

1. Jay Humphrey, resident, thanked the committee for all the hard work done on
Fairview Park. Mr. Humphrey spoke on the proposed City Charter and the potential
impact on how public land is leased.

2. Signor Valentin, Archaeologist, commented on the proposed pipeline and
suggested continued surveying of excavated dirt.

3. Craig, resident, commented that the Native Americans who inhabited these lands
may have been a part of a regional trade route. He is opposed to the storm drain
concept and finds it disruptive.

4. Harold Weitzberg, resident, requested to keep the park natural and making the
creation of a nursery as part of the recommendations.

5. Patricia Martz, Professor of Archaeology, Irvine, suggested that more
archeological work needs to be done with the proposed projects.

6. Lynn Redman, provided an update on the work performed by his son, Christian, an
Eagle Scout, and requested adjustments to the irrigation system to prevent the decline
of the new plants.

7. Kim Hendricks, resident, commented that there is a lot of shell midden at the park.
8. Cindy Black, resident, Ms. Black inquired if an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) is

going to be done for the pipe. Mr. Mejia responded that the environmental document
will be in compliance California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) guidelines.



9. Elaine Govern, resident, suggested changing the signs at the end of Pacific to
prevent people from going down the bluff.

10. Larry Quarter, resident, recommended to leave Fairview Park as it is. Mr. Quarter
added that Mr. Vandersloot could be a nominee for the naming of the ponds. Chairman
Mehren agreed with Mr. Quatrter.

11. Rhonda Gilbert, resident, is opposed to changing the park and wants to leave it as it
iS now.

9. New Business

a. Evaluation of Proposed Changes-Southeast Quadrant
i. Staff Presentation
1. Step 1: Removal of items specific to Other Quadrants

Mr. Mejia presented a summary of the features in this quadrant and the major elements in
the current Fairview Park Master Plan.

Member Cummings made a motion to include additional items to be removed. The new list
includes Item Nos.: 1, 5, 6, 8, 10, 14, 15, 16, 19, 20, 24, 26, 27, 29, 30, 31, 32, 34, and 35.
Member Amburgey objects adding 35 to be eliminated. Member Amburgey also objected
to adding the Dog and Skate Parks to the list; motion eliminated for lack of a second.

Chairman Mehren made a motion to include Item Nos.16, 30, and 34 to be added to the list
of proposed changes; motion eliminated by lack of a second.

Member Eckles made a motion for all red circled items to be eliminated; Vice Chairman
Smith seconded; motion carried unanimously.

Vice Chairman Smith made a motion to remove Items Nos.: 16, 30, and 34 from further
consideration for the Southeast Quadrant; Member Eckles seconded; motion carried
unanimously.

Member Cummings made a motion to eliminate Item No. 29, Dog Park; Vice Chairman
Smith seconded.

Committee Discussion

Member Amburgey commented that if Fairview Park had a dog park and skate park, it
would become the jewel of the City. Member Amburgey asked the people to look at
another point-of-view.

Member Popp asked if there can be a point-of-order.



Attorney Summerhill affirmed that it is ok to discuss whether or not to remove the dog park
from the list.

Vote on motion to eliminate Iltem No. 29, Dog Park; motion made by Member Cummings
and seconded by Vice Chairman Smith; Members in favor; Davern, Mehren, Smith, and
Cummings; Members opposed; Ramos, Popp, Amburgey, and Eckles. Tied vote 4:4,
motion failed.

Member Cummings made a motion to eliminate Item No. 31, Skate Park; Vice Chairman
Smith seconded; Members in favor; Davern, Ramos, Popp, Mehren, Smith, Eckles, and
Cummings; Member opposed; Amburgey. Motion passes 7:1.

Member Ramos made a motion to eliminate Item No. 35, Marked Running Courses; Member
Smith seconded; Members in favor; Davern, Ramos, Mehren, Smith, and Cummings;
Members opposed; Popp, Amburgey, and Eckles; Motion passes 5:3.

Vice Chairman Smith stated he had nothing to report.

Member Popp commented that existing agreements would remain in effect if the City
Charter is approved. He requested that the concept of a community garden be added to
the list.

Public Services Director Report

Mr. Munoz stated there is a list of items that is included on the City’s website such as:
agendas, minutes, environmental documents, Canary Drive documents, PowerPoint
presentations, etc. Mr. Munoz stated any documents that are not on the website can be

fencing around the archaeological site as recommend by SRS and that City Council
approved it with the adoption of the Fiscal Year 2014-2015 budget. Next is the
environmental process per CEQA.

Mr. Munoz announced that the Open Space and Conservation Elements workshop is
scheduled for July 16, 2014 at 6:00 p.m., at the Neighborhood Community Center (NCC)
and everyone is welcome to attend.
