
Consider conversion of vacant site into pocket park

Natural surface informal pedestrian path that parallels the 
Santa Ana River Trail along this stretch of the Greenville-
Banning Channel could be formalized and enhanced with 
dog bag dispensers, signs and trash cans.

Open gate to facilitate access to natural 
surface pathway and natural area.

Gisler Class I bikepath with bridge across Greenville-
Banning Channel

Existing ephemeral wetlands (possibly from leaking 
irrigation or pipe) with shorebirds wading/foraging.  
Potential for habitat enhancement and 
expansion/continuation of natural areas a feature.

Last location north of Adams Ave. where the pedestrian trail 
connects back to the Santa Ana River Trail.  A connection 
from Greenville Banning Channel to the Santa Ana River will 
be considered.
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Consider adding plantings to rock berm that 

separates the primary Santa Ana River Trail 
from the informal pedestrian path
