GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE CITY OF COSTA MESA 

1. In submitting a proposal, the· bidder acknowledges that fhe bidder has thoroughly arid carefully read and 
understands the bid document and attachments; agrees to furnish the product and or labor-at the prices, quantities, 
and terms and conditions stated; and certifies that the information contained in the bid is true and complete to the best 
of the bidder's knowledge. 

2. Submission of a signed bid/proposal will be interpreted to mean the bidder has agreed to all the terms and 
conditions set forth in the pages of this solicitation. Bidder's signed bid and the City of Costa Mesa's written 
acceptance shall constitute a binding contract. The submission of a proposal shall be considered conclusive evidence 
that the Contractor has investigated and is satisfied as to the condition to be encountered in respect to the character, 
quality, and quantities of work to be performed and materials to be furnished to comply with requirements of the 
contract and specifications. 

3. All contractors shall comply with current federal, state, local and other laws relative thereto. This contract shall 
be in accordance with the laws of the State of California. The parties stipulate that this contract was entered into in 
the County of Orange, in the State of California. The parties further stipulate that the County of Orange, California, is 
the only appropriate forum for any litigation resulting from a breach hereof or any questions risen here from. 

4. Whenever a question as to the meaning of any portion of the specifications is in dispute, or where there may 
be more than one interpretation given to any portion of the specifications, the interpretation by the City of Costa Mesa 
shall be final. 

5. Bidder hereby agrees that the material, equipment or services offered will meet all the requirements of the 
specifications in this solicitation unless deviations from them are clearly indicated in the bidder's response. 

6. The Contractor shall be responsible for providing qualified supervision in all areas of operations. The 
supervisor will work with City personnel in planning and scheduling the work for successful completion of the task. 
The contractor shall furnish all required safety devices for his men and equipment and must observe all State safety 
codes. All articles delivered under this contract must conform to the Safety Orders of the State of California, Division 
of Industrial Safety. 

7. The Contractor shall exercise good housekeeping habits at all times, and maintain the job in safe, clean 
condition, and he will restore the job site to its original condition of cleanliness and repair at completion of the job. All 
work which is determined by the City to be defective or deficient in any of the requirements of the specifications shall 
be remedied by the Contractor at his expense in a manner acceptable to the City. 

8. Under no condition will the Contractor, his agent or workman remove any item or items from the job site 
except that which has been authorized by the City of Costa Mesa in writing. 

9. If any subcontractors are to be used in the performance of this contract, they must be identified as 
subcontractors in the bid. 

10. The City of Costa Mesa reserves the right to make awards to the lowest acceptable Contractor, to make 
awards based on work requirements, to make no award, or to terminate any or all contracts any time due to less than 
acceptable standards of material, workmanship, or illegal acts. The City of Costa Mesa reserves the right to reject any 
bids, all bids, or any part of a bid. The City of Costa Mesa reserves the right to reject the bid of any Bidder who 
previously failed to perform adequately for the City of Costa Mesa or any other governmental agency. The City of 
Costa Mesa expressly reserves the right to reject the bid of any bidder who is in default on the payment of taxes, 
licenses, or other monies due to the City of Costa Mesa. 

11. Prices quoted shall be net, including all trade discounts, and Contractor should not include Federal Excise 
Tax. The City of Costa Mesa is exempt from Federal Excise Tax. 

12. Contractor shall not commence work under this contract until he has obtained all insurance required under this 
section and the insurance has been approved by City as to form, amount, and carrier, nor shall contractor allow any 
subcontractor to commence any work until all similar insurance required of the subcontractor has been obtained and 
approved. Neither the failure of contractor to supply specified insurance policies and coverage, nor the failure of City 
to approve same shall alter or invalidate the provisions of this contract.

WORKERS' COMPENSATION INSURANCE. 
Contractor shall obtain and maintain during the life of this contract workers' compensation insurance and, if 
any workJs sublet, contractor shall require all subcontractors to obtain workers' compensation_insurance. 

All workers' compensation insurance policies shall provide that the insurance may not be canceled without 
thirty (30) days advance written notice of such cancellation to City. 

Contractor is aware of the provision of Section 3700 of the Labor Code, which requires every employer to be 
insured against liability for Workman's Compensation or undertake self-insurance in accordance with the 
provisions of that Code, and will comply with such provisions before commencing the performance of the work 
of this contract. 

LIABILITY INSURANCE COVERAGE 
Contractor shall obtain and maintain during the life of this contract the following insurance coverage: 

■ Commercial General Liability, including coverage for premises-operations, products/completed 
operations hazard, blanket contractual, broad form property damage, and independent contractors, 
personal injury. 

■ Automobile liability, including owned, hired, and non-owned vehicles. 

The _above insurance coverages shall have limits of not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) 
combined single limit, per occurrence and aggregate. 

■ Endorsements to the policies providing the above insurance shall be obtained by contractor, adding 
the following three provisions: 

■ Additional insureds: (For Commercial General Liability only) 

"The City of Costa Mesa and its elected and appointed boards, officers, agents, 
and employees are additional insureds with respect to the subject project and agreement:" 

"Said policy shall not terminate, nor shall it be canceled nor the coverage 
reduced, until thirty (30) days after written notice is given to City." 

"Any other insurance maintained by the City of Costa Mesa shall 
be excess and not contributing with the insurance provided by this policy." 

All insurance carriers utilized by the contractor or any subcontractor under this contract shall be approved by 
the California Department of Insurance to transact business in the State of California. The types of services 
provided under this contract may further require contractor's insurance carrier(s) to be admitted insurers in the 
State of California. 

13. Payment Terms: Subsequent to receipt of goods, the vendor must submit an invoice for payment. Invoices 
shall be sent to: City of Costa Mesa, Accounts Payable, P. 0. Box 1200, Costa Mesa, CA. 92628-1200. Invoices shall 
include the purchase order number, description of the goods provided and price. Payment shall be made within thirty 
(30) days after receipt of invoice. Invoices are to be submitted in arrears for goods provided. Any "prompt payment 
discounts" will be taken by the City of Costa Mesa, if possible, and will be included in the bid evaluation if the terms 
offered are for (20) days or longer. 

14. Project manager responsibilities are assigned to Cristina Oquendo. Any questions regarding these terms and 
conditions or project problems should be directed to the person mentioned herein. 
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CONDITIONS. The following standard conditions are always applicable, and the following work order conditions are also applicable when this order provides for· performance of any work. 

STANDARD CONDITIONS 

1. Law: This contract is governed by the laws of the State of California. The provisions 
of the Uniform Commercial Code shall apply except as otherwise set forth In this 
contract. 

2. Contract: This order, when accepted by SELLER either in writing or by the shipment 
of any article or .. other commencement of performance hereunder, constitutes the 
entire contract between SELLER and the CITY, no exceptions, alternates, substitutes 
or revisions are valid or binding on the CITY unless authorized by the CITY In writing. 
The SELLER acknowledges that he has read and agrees to all terms and conditions 
of this contracVpurchase order. The only terms and conditions that will be applicable 
to the interpretation of this contract are those issued by the City of Costa Mesa. 

3. Taxes: Unless otherwise provided herein or by law, price quoted does not Include 
California State sales or use tax. The City is exempt from Federal excise tax. 

4. Delivery: Time of delivery is the essence of this contract. The CITY reserves the 
right to refuse any goods and to cancel all or any part of the goods not delivered by 
the due date and/or not conforming to applicable specifications, drawings, samples 
or descriptions. Acceptance of any part of the order shall not bind C /TY to accept 
future shipments, nor deprive it the right to return goods already accepted, at 
SELLER'S expense. Overshipments and undershipments shall be only as agreed to 
by CITY. 

5. Risk of Loss: Delivery shall not be deemed to be complete until goods have been 
actually received and accepted by CITY. Payment shall be made after satisfactory 
acceptance of shipments by the CITY. 

6. Warranty: SELLER expressly warrants that the goods covered by this order are of 
merchantable quality, satisfactory and safe for consumer use, and are fit for the 
particular purpose as set forth in the CITY'S specification. Acceptance of this order 
shall constitute an agreement upon SELLER'S part to indemnify and hold harmless 
from liability, loss, damage and expense, including reasonable attorney fees, 
incurred or sustained by CITY, its officers, employees and agents, by reason of the 
failure of the goods to conform to such warranties, faulty work performance, 
negligent or unlawful acts, and noncompliance with any applicable local, State or 
Federal codes, ordinances, orders, or statutes, including the Occupational Safety 
and Health Act (OSHA) and the California Industrial Safety Act. Such remedies shall 
be in ·addition to any other remedies provided by law. Inspection by the City of Costa 
Mesa or its agents qr employees and acceptance of the articles, materials and work 
covered by this contract shall not constitute release or waiver of the City of Costa 
Mesa's rights by reason of failure of Contractor to comply with any of the warranties 
contained herein. Warranties herein expressed or Implied shall be construed as 
consistent with each other and as cumulative and, where in conflict, the 
specifications of the City of Costa Mesa shall be paramount. 

7. Infringement: SELLER shall indemnify and defend CITY, at SELLER'S expense, 
against all claims, demands, suits, liability and expense on account of alleged 
infringement of any patent, copyright or trademark, resulting from or arising In connection 
with the manufacture, sale, normal use or other normal disposition of any article or 
material furnished hereunder. 

8. Assignment: Neither this order nor any claim against CITY arising directly or indirectly 
out of or In connection with this order shall be assignable by SELLER or by operation or 
law, nor shall SELLER subcontract any obligations hereunder, without CITY'S prior 
written consent. 

9. Default: If SELLER or any subcontractor breaches any provision hereof, or becomes 
insolvent, enters bankruptcy, receivership or other like proceeding (voluntarily or 
Involuntarily) or makes assignment for the benefit or creditors, CITY shall have the right, 
in addition to any other rights it may have hereunder or by law, to terminate this order by 
giving SELLER written notice whereupon (a) CITY shall be relieved of all further 
obligation hereunder, except to pay the reasonable value of SELLER'S prior 
performance, but not more than the contracted price, and (b) CITY may procure the 
articles or services from other sources and may deduct from unpaid balance due the 
vendor or may collect against the bond or surety, or may invoice the vendor for excess 
cost so paid. The price paid by CITY shall be considered prevailing market price at the 
lime such purchase Is made. 

10. Labor Disputes: Whenever any actual or potential labor dispute delays or threatens to 
delay the timely performance of this order, SELLER shall immediately give written notice 
thereof to CITY. 

11. Nondiscrimination: In the performance of the terms of any contract resulting from this 
order, SELLER agrees that they will not engage nor permit such subcontractors, where 
applicable as he may employ, from engaging in discrimination in employment of persons 
because of the race, color, sex, national origin or ancestry, disability or religion of such 
person. 

12. Termination: The CITY reserves the right to terminate this contract without penalty and 
without cause after 30 days' written notice unless otherwise specified. 

WORK ORDER CONDITIONS 

13. Performance: SELLER shall perform all work diligently, carefully, and in a good and 
workmanlike manner; shall furnish all labor, supervision, machinery, equipment, 
materials and supplies necessary therefor; shall obtain and maintain all building and 
other permits and licenses required by public authorities in connection with 
performance of the work; and, if permitted to subcontract, shall be fully responsible 
for all work performed by subcontractors. SELLER shall conduct all operations In 
SELLER'S own name and as independent contractor, and not In the name of, or as 
an agent for CITY. 

14. Indemnification: The Contractor hereby agrees to defend at his own cost and to 
indemnify and hold harmless the City of Costa Mesa, Its officers, agents and 
employees, from and against any and all liability, damages, costs, losses, claims and 
expenses, howsoever caused, resulting directly or indirectly from or connected with 
the performance of the contract (including but not limited to such liability, costs, 
damage, loss, claim, or expense arising from the death or injury to an agent or 
employee of the Contractor, subcontractor, or the City of Costa Mesa or loss of, 
damage to, or destruction of the property of Contractor, subcontractor, or of the City 
of Costa Mesa, or of any agent or employee of the Contractor, subcontractor, or of 
the City of Costa Mesa), except where such liability, damages, costs, losses, claims 
or expenses are caused solely by the negligent or wrongful acts of the City of Costa 
Mesa or any of its agents or employees other than negligent omission or 
commissions of the City of Costa Mesa, its agents or employees, in connection with 
the general supervision or direction of the work to be performed hereunder. The 
Contractor, in addition to the foregoing, specifically shall indemnify and save 
harmless the City of Costa Mesa, any and all of the City of Costa Mesa's officers, 
agents, and employees, from any liability by reason of California safe place statutes 
or similar provisions pertaining to the workplace or safety of materials or equipment 
supplied by the City of Costa Mesa or others at the direction of the City of Costa 
Mesa and used in the performance of the work hereunder. 

15. Insurance: SELLER shall maintain in full force during the term of this contract the 
following insurances, in a form and with companies as approved by the CITY, with 
limits not less than those specified: (a) Worker's Compensation and Employer's 
Liability complying with any statutory requirements; (b) Commercial General Liability 
insurance including broad form property damage, products/completed operations and 
contractual liability coverage, with a $1,000,000 combined single limit each 
occurrence; Endorsements to the Commercial General Liability insurance shall be 
obtained by contractor, adding the following three provisions; (1) Additional insureds: 
"The City of Costa Mesa and its elected and appointed boards, officers, agents, and 
employees are additional insureds with respect to the subject project and agreement." 
(2) Notice: "Said policy shall not terminate, nor shall it be cancelled nor the coverage 
reduced, until thirty (30) days after written notice is given to City." (3) Other insurance: 
"Any other insurance maintained by the City of Costa Mesa shall be excess and not 
contributing with the insurance provided by this policy." (c) Comprehensive Auto 
Liability (Including the owned, nonowned and hired automobile hazards) with 
$1,000,000 combined single limit each occurrence. If the CITY so desires, these limits 
may be increased or decreased. 

16. Bills and Liens: SELLER shall pay promptly all indebtedness for labor, materials and 
equipment used In performance of the work. SELLER shall not permit any lien or 
charge to attach to the work or the premises, but If any does so attach, SELLER shall 
promptly procure its release and indemnify CITY against all damages and expense 
incident thereto. 

17. Bonds: If the CITY so desires, SELLER shall provide payment and performance 
bonds as required. 

18. Changes: SELLER shall make no change in the work or perform any additional work 
without the CITY'S specific written approval. 

MISCELLANEOUS CONDITIONS 

19. All plants and materials must be free of pests and disease. If any are found, the 
material will be rejected and refused. Vendor will pick up at no cost to the CITY. 

20. Vendor is required to provide a completed MSDS (Material Safety Data Sheet) for 
hazardous substances as required by Labor Code Sections 6390; General Industrial 
Safety Order, Section 5194; and Title 8, California Adm ins. Code. MSDS sheet for 
each specified item shall be sent to place of shipment, and a copy sent to the 
Purchasing Division. 

DEFINITION 

Whenever used herein, "CITY" shall mean, City of Costa Mesa, a political subdivision of the State of California. (5146-22)

1. The accuracy of estimated quantities as shown is not guaranteed; the Bidder shall make his/her own estimates from 
the drawings -and field review for verification. Payment shall be based on actual work done and/or actual quantities 
used, based on unit prices submitted within this bid package. Contractor is required to pay prevailing wage rates. 

2. The City reserves the right to increase or decrease bid items' quantities. 
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SPECIAL PROVISIONS/ BID ITEMS 

BID ITEM NO, 1: MOBILIZATION 

Mobilization shall consist of preparatory work and operations including, but not limited to, work necessary for the 

movement of personnel, equipment, materials and incidentals to the project site necessary for work on the project, and 

for all other work and operations which must be performed or costs incurred including bonds, insurance and financing • 

prior to beginning work on the various contract items on the project site. Mobilization shall also include the time, 

materials, and labor to move the necessary construction equipment to and from the job site, supervisory time on the job 

by the Contractor's personnel to keep the construction site in a safe condition and all other related work as required at 

all times and for all nonworking days during construction period. The Contractor shall secure an adequate storage site for 

equipment and materials. 

The Contractor shall limit excavations for curb and gutter, driveways, sidewalk, cross-gutter and spandrels work that will 

leave an open excavation for only one weekend in a continuous two-week period. 

No roads shall be closed to traffic without the approval of the Engineer. 

All cross gutters and spandrel work shall be done in phases in order to provide one travel lane in each direction at all 

times. 

Contracto_r shall provide steel plates to bridge excavations for vehicles at no cost to the City in order to provide access to 

driveways if requested by the resident. 

Once work is started, the Contractor has ten (10) working days to perform and complete all work (hard and landscape 

work) at each location. 

The Contractor shall perform all work for this project Monday through Friday, except City observed holidays, and shall be 

allowed to work from 7:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. on residential streets, from 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. on arterial and collector 

streets (see City's Master Plan of Highways for reference). 

In addition to compliance with Section 7-3.4 of the latest Green book specifications, the Contractor shall: 

At least five (5) working days prior to commencing the notification requirements herein, the Contractor shall submit his 

construction schedule to the City for review and acceptance. This schedule shall provide affected residents and 

businesses ample "on-street" parking within an 800-foot distance from their residence and/or businesses'. Requests for 

changes in the schedule shall be submitted by the Contractor to the City for approval at least three (3) working days prior 

to the scheduled notification to the residents of the streets affected. 

Two (2) weeks prior to construction, the Contractor shall be responsible for the hand delivered notification letters to all 

affected residences and businesses informing them of the pending project and scope of work. The Contractor shall notify 

the residents during the curing period of the concrete it cannot be driven on. The Contractor shall submit a sample 

resident notification letter to the City for approval at least five (5) working days prior to delivery. The Contractor shall 

hand deliver copies of the approved notification letter to the affected residences and businesses prior to the scheduled 

construction and posting of "No Parking" signs shall be at least 72 hours prior to the scheduled construction. 

This letter shall state the date and time of restricted travel on the affected street. Direction to "on-street" parking within 

800 feet of the residence and or business shall be included in this letter. Failure to meet the approved schedule requires 

that the Contractor immediately notify residents and/or businesses of the cancellation for that day's work and 

reschedule construction of the affected area at a later date. Re-notification of rescheduled work shall follow this same 

procedure. The contractor is responsible in modifying the construction dates on each signs. 
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Contractor shall replace and/or repair the damaged pavement outside the construction limits damaged by their 

operations to the satisfaction of the Engineer at no cost to the City. 

Provide emergensy access for the fire trucks ~nd other emergency vehicl~s at all times. Notify the Pol!ce and Fire 

Departments in writing two (2) working days prior to construction. 

The City will only provide inspection during the designated construction l"lours Monday through Friday. Any work done 

without inspection is at the Contractor's risk and subject to rejection. The replacement costs for rejected work will be 

borne by the Contractor. 

NOTE: Contractor to be aware of the following restrictions to any and all work being performed within the City of Costa 

Mesa; 

a. Any work located within a two (2) block of any school will be performed during a school break or on weekends. 

Contractor shall coordinate work schedule with Engineer, prior to commencing of proposed improvements. 

b. Contractor is not allowed to perform any work adjacent to the Orange County Fair Grounds from the Friday prior to 

the start of the Orange County Fair to the Monday after the Fair ends. During this time, Contractor shall coordinate with 

the Engineer locations of the streets, as specified in the City's Orange County Fair Moratorium Map, prior to commencing 

of proposed improvements. 

c. The Contractor shall not be allowed to-perform any work from Monday before Thanksgiving to- Monday after New 

Year's Day on Arterial streets, and during the week of any Holiday (Sunday through Saturday) on Residential streets. 

During this period, all work shall be completed, all travel and/or traffic lanes shall be restored to a safe condition, be fully 

operational, and shall be opened to vehicular traffic. 

d. During elections, no work will be allowed within six hundred feet (600') from polling place including no parking of 

construction equipment or employee vehicles within said distance of 600 feet. 

e. Prior to commencement of any work within City limits, the contractor shall coordinate with the Engineer so that the 

work performed will not interfere with any special events occurring in the City throughout the year. 

The Contractor shall have on the work site at all times a competent English-speaking superintendent, as his agent, 

capable of reading and thoroughly understanding the plans and specifications and other related documents. 

PAYMENT 

Compensation for the preceding shall be per the unit price bid per lump sum (LS). It shall be considered full 

compensation for complying with the requirements stated above, including keeping the construction site in a safe 

condition, securing adequate storage site and obtaining all business licenses and permits, as required for the entire 

project, from all related agencies including but not limited to utility companies, private and public agencies. The 

compensation shall include the compliance with the requirements specified in those licenses and permits; and 

incidentals necessary to perform all related items of work. Payment for mobilization shall be based on the completion 

percentage of the entire project. No additional compensation will be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 2: TRAFFIC CONTROL 

The contractor shall schedule the work to comply with the lane closure hours allowed herein or as otherwise directed by 

the ENGINEER. 

Only one lane shall be closed to traffic in any direction between 9:00 am and 3:30 pm, Monday through Friday. All lanes 

must be open during peak hours of 6:00 am to 9:00 am and 3:30 pm to 6:00 pm. All lanes must be open during 

weekends and City observed holidays. Lane closures more than one lane may be allowed between the hours of 8:00 pm 

and 6:00 am during weekdays. 
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No lane closures will be allowed during the annual Orange County Fair annual July event extending from the Thursday 

before to the Monday after the fair event. No lane closures will be allowed from the Friday before Thanksgiving to the 

Monday after New Year's Day. 

The minimum lane width shall be ten (10) feet. There shall be a minimum offive (5) feet clearance from open excavation 

and two (2) feet clearance from other obstructions. 

The Contractor shall provide traffic control and access in accordance with Section 7-10 of the Standard Specifications, the 

Caltrans' Manual of Traffic Controls in Construction and Maintenance Zones, latest edition, these special provisions and 

the standards contained in the Work Area Traffic Control Handbook (WATCH), published by Building News, Inc. (latest 

edition). 

The Contractor shall be allowed to close one lane only of traffic adjacent to construction site for construction on multi­

lane streets during work hours. All remaining lanes shall be kept open for traffic circulation. The Contractor may close the 

work area to traffic on two-lane streets, but must continue to provide two-way traffic at all times. 

Furnish, install and maintain in place "No Parking - Tow Away" signs of a minimum height of forty-two (42) inches (from 

ground finish surface to top of sign) on temporary traffic control devices (even if streets have posted "No Parking" signs), 

which shall be posted prior to commencement of roadwork work. On the sign, Contractor shall print the hours, day(s) 

and date of closure in two-inch-high letters and numbers. A sample of the completed sign shall be approved by the 

Engineer five (5) working days prior to posting_. The signs shall be spaced at a maximum of 50 feet from the street 

intersection and/or from each adjacent sign and at 200 feet spacing within each alley. For any work to be performed on 

Monday morning or a morning following a holiday, the Contractor must post "No Parking - Tow Away" signs with all 

requirements as specified at least 48 hours prior to weekend or holiday begins. 

Notify the trash pick-up company "Costa Mesa Disposal" and all other trash haulers licensed to do business within the 

city of Costa Mesa of the schedule of work and the limitation of access. Coordinate with trash haulers and residents to 

ensure that regularly scheduled trash collection will occur. Contact Public Services Department at (714) 754-5307 for 

addresses of Costa Mesa Disposal and other trash haulers; also notify U.S. Postal Service and all other affected utilities 

(Edison, sewer, water, gas, telephone, etc.). 

The Contractor shall provide access as required to accommodate special circumstance at any residence including access 

for disabled, impaired, special medical needs, etc. At all times the Contractor shall provide a safe and walk able 

temporary sidewalk with a minimum width of thirty-six inch (36") clearance adjoining excavated areas within parkway 

limits for wheelchair and pedestrians to travel around construction areas. If such clearance is not possible, barricading, 

plating, filling, or other measures shall be required. 

The Contractor shall use illuminated or reflective warning/construction signs at both ends of construction area, and at 

appropriate locations or as directed by the Engineer for the entire project. Solar powered flashing arrow boards will be 

required for all lane closures and may be required for other traffic control. In addition to providing and maintaining 

delineation, the Contractor shall be responsible for the project safety on a 24-hour basis each calendar day for the entire 

duration of the project. 

PEDESTRIAN ACCESS 

Where construction prohibits pedestrian access, alternate crossing areas shall be established with appropriate signing 

and other devices as required or directed by the ENGINEER. Pedestrian access facilities shall be provided thru 

construction area within the right-of-way at all times. Pedestrian walkways shall be provided with surfacing as required 

to maintain safe and accessible pathways. Surface shall be skid resistant and free of irregularities. 

The Contractor shall keep the areas adjacent to the project site clear of any objects that may be hazardous to pedestrians 

and motorists. Provisions to reroute pedestrians, including the disabled, around the work area must be clearly 
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delineated and maintained. If the Contractor's operations require the closure of a walkway, then another walkway shall 

be provided nearby, off the traveled roadway, along the general path of travel. 

TRAFFIC CONTROL GENERAL 

Any location considered not accessible by pedestrians or motorists as determined by the ENGINEER will be resolved at 

the direction of the ENGINEER. The Contractor will not be paid for such corrective action and shall be charged for any 

costs incurred by the City for corrective action. In addition to the above and in compliance with Section 7-10, the 

Contractor shall: 

a. Provide a safe and drivable ingress and egress to residents and businesses at all times, and provide safe pedestrian 

crossing paths at all times. 

b. Provide temporary traffic re-striping at the conclusion of any working day for any centerline, lane line or stop bar 

which is obliterated by construction. 

c. Be responsible for identifying the location and for the protection of all electrical facilities including signal conduit and 

interconnect. Where damage is caused by the Contractor's operation, the Contractor shall replace damaged facility at no 

extra cost to the City of Costa Mesa. Where construction signing conflicts with existing signing, the Contractor shall cover 

existing signs in a manner approved by the ENGINEER. 

d. Be responsible for notifying residents and businesses, in writing, seven (7) days in advance of any work that involves 

limited access. The Contractor shall provide verification to the ENGINEER that this has been accomplished. 

e. Notify the trash pickup company "Costa Mesa Disposal" of the schedule of work and the limitation of access. Contact 

City at (714) 754-5307 for Costa Mesa Disposal's address 

f. Furnish, install and maintain in-place "No Parking - Tow Away" signs (even if streets have posted "No Parking" signs) 

which shall be posted at least (2) working days prior to commencement of roadwork. On the sign, the Contractor shall 

print the hours, day(s) and date of closure in two-inch high letters and numbers. A sample of the completed sign shall be 

approved by the ENGINEER prior to posting. For any work to be performed on Monday morning or a morning following a 

holiday, the Contractor must post "No Parking - Tow Away" signs, with all requirements as specified, at least 48 hours 

prior to beginning weekend or holiday. 

g. Coordinate with Orange County Transit District [Phone No. (714) 636-7433, ext. 4330] to plan and to accommodate 

bus routes at least five (5) working days prior to commencement of any work which will involve any of their facilities. 

h. Provide any temporary delineation, as required, in accordance with the CA-MUTCD, applicable Caltrans Standard Plans 

and as directed by the ENGINEER. 

i. Excavations shall be backfilled and hot mix asphalt concrete or temporary asphalt concrete surface shall be placed to 

the level of the existing pavement at the end of each work period as necessary to provide the required number of travel 

lanes and access to intersecting streets. 

j. The contractor shall provide temporary K-rails, visual barriers and temporary crash cushions as necessary to protect 

traffic from excavation areas. If K-Rails are provided, then the minimum distance between the traveling lane and the rails 

shall be 2 feet. 

k. All pre-existing permanent traffic control signs and devices shall remain in operation unless a substitute operation is 

arranged for and approved by the ENGINEER. 

I. The Contractor shall use illuminated or reflective warning construction signs at appropriate locations for the project 

and/or as directed by the ENGINEER. The Contractor shall also use flashing arrow boards for each lane closure in addition 

to other delineation. 
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m. C-18 ROAD CONSTRUCTION AHEAD, C-17 with 25 MILE SPEED LIMIT, and soft barricades shall be used at all 

approaches as may be suitable. The Contractor shall employ sufficient traffic barriers to prevent traffic from entering the 

construction areas. 

n. The Contractor shall provide flagmen to direct the traffic where required and as directed by the ENGINEER. 

The Contractor shall maintain a 24-hour emergency service to remove, install, relocate, and maintain warning devices 

and shall furnish the ENGINEER with names and telephone numbers of at least three people responsible for emergency 

service response. In the event these people do not promptly respond when notified, or it becomes necessary to call 

other forces to accomplish emergency service, the Contractor will be held liable for any costs incurred. A $400/hour at 4-

hour minimum will be charged to the Contractor. Any deviation from these requirements is not permitted. No payment 

will be made to the Contractor until problems are corrected to the satisfaction of the ENGINEER. 

PAYMENT 

Payment for the preceding shall be at the lump sum price bid for Traffic Control and shall be considered full 

compensation for preparing all necessary traffic control plans, providing all labor, materials, equipment including arrow 

boards, police services, barricades, safe pedestrian access provisions and related work as required. Additional 

compensation shall not be allowed. 

SECTION 303 - CONCRETE AND MASONRY CONSTRUCTION 

303-5 CONCRETE CURBS, WALKS, GUTTERS, CROSS GUTTERS, ALLEY INTERSECTIONS, ACCESS RAMPS, AND 

DRIVEWAYS 

303-:5,1 Requirements 

303-5.1.1 General. 

Concrete curbs, walks, gutters, spandrels, cross gutters, alley intersections, access ramps, and driveways shall be 

constructed of Portland cement concrete and comply with Section 201-1 of the Standard Specifications. The following 

class of concrete shall be used per each type of improvement: 

• Curb and Gutter, Spandrels, Cross Gutters, Alley Intersections, and Driveways - 560-C-3250. 

• Sidewalks and Access Ramps- 520-C-2500 

The following AC type and Crushed Miscellaneous Base (CMB) shall be used with respect to each type of improvement: 

• Asphalt Concrete Base Course shall conform to Section 302-5 of these Special Provisions. 
• Crushed Miscellaneous Base (CMB) shall be¾" fine and comply with Section 200-2.4 of the Standard 

Specifications. 
• AC Sidewalk- Surface Course (Type III-C3-PG64-10 (½" sieve size)) in conformance with Section 203-6 of the 

Stand a rd Specifications. 

Curing compound shall be applied in accordance with the provisions of the GREEN BOOK. 

CITY Standard Drawings 

The following CITY Standard Drawings shall apply or per the direction of the ENGINEER: 

• Curb and Gutter shall conform to Nos. 312 and 314. 
• Concrete Sidewalk shall conform to Nos. 411, 412, and 413, (and 414 where necessary). 4" Min PCC/4" CMB. 

• Driveways shall conform to Nos. 313, 513, and 514. 
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• Cross-gutters shall conform to No. 415 or per Standard Plan No. 122-2 or 123-2 in the I/Standard Plans for Public 
Works Construction," also known as the A.P.W.A. Standard Plans . 

. Caltrans Standard Plans . 

The following Caltrans Standard Plans shall apply: 

• Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) Access Ramps - Construction shall conform to Caltrans Standard Drawing 
No. A88A adjusted to meet the latest ADA regulations and requirements. The width of the wheel chair access 
ramp "W" shall be a minimum of five {5') foot wide. 

303-5.1.1 a) ADA Access Ramps 

The Contractor shall inspect the location of the Access Ramps to be re-constructed prior to beginning the work to 

determine the appropriate Caltrans Standard Plan Ramp Case to be constructed. If the work entails removing and 

re placement of existing concrete sidewalk outside the ramp work limit area as identified in these Specifications or as 

shown on the Plans, he/she shall notify the ENGINEER prior to initiating the work. 

The Contractor shall construct all necessary variable height-retaining curb at the back of the curb ramp as well as other 

retaining curb, if required, pursuant to the appropriate Caltrans Standard Plan ADA Ramp Case as determined by the 

Contractor and accepted by the ENGINEER. The Contractor shall relocate all street signs effected by the ramp 

construction to a condition equal to or better than existing. Cross slope of gutter plate and AC at curb ramp locations 

shall not exceed 5% grade in the gutter pan. 

The detectable warning surface shall be Armor-Tile replaceable truncated domes or approved equal. Contractor shall 

submit a sample of the detectable warning surface to the ENGINEER for approval, prior to the start of construction. The 

color shall be yellow. The truncated dome mat shall be installed across the entire width of the bottom of the access 

ramp and shall be installed per the manufacturer's installation recommendations, or as directed by the ENGINEER. 

The Contractor shall ensure safe passage by pedestrians during the ADA ramp construction and afford one safe crossing 

of the street at all times. The Contractor shall set-up all required signage and barricades within the work zone to provide 

safe pedestrian passage. 

Truncated Domes or Detectable Warning Surfaces 

Truncated domes or detectable warning surfaces shall be installed on existing access ramp surfaces. Detectable warning 

surfaces shall comply with City Standards and the California Building Code Title 24, and shall consist of vitrified polymer 

composite, with at least 25% by weight aluminum oxide, nominally 0.20" thick, colorfast and UV stable. Panels must be 

anchored to the sidewalk access ramp surface in accordance with manufacturer's recommendations. The color of the 

panels shall be black except for ramps adjacent to or within one block of a school. Ramps within one block of a school 

shall have yellow truncated domes. Contractor shall submit a sample of the detectable warning surface to the ENGINEER 

for approval, prior to start of construction. 

Grind Ramp Lip to 0" Curb Face: 

On all ramps to be retrofitted with a truncated dome, if an existing lip exists as the bottom of the ramp adjacent to the 

flowline, the Contractor shall grind the existing curb ramp lip to achieve a 0" curb face. The grind shall be tapered at the 

edge of the ramp surface, as appropriate, to avoid creating a sharp elevation drop-off and shall be 0" to½" deep and 

shall be at least 6" wide in a straight-line-grade. Grades within the grind area shall also be limited to 8.33%. The price of 

grinding the lip shall be included in the unit price for retrofitting the existing curb ramp. 
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AC Tie-in 

The Contractor shall saw cut, remove, and reconstruct a minimum of a two (2) foot width (slot patch) of adjoining 

structural section of the pavement to the limits of the ADA Ramp construction (BCR joint to ECR joi_nt). The AC structural 

section to be replaced shall be 8" AC Base Course/8" CMB or 12" full depth AC Base Course with compaction as required 

by the Standard Specifications. 

If there is an asphalt concrete adjoining sidewalk to be reconstructed to tie into the new concrete ramp, a one-foot (1') 

adjoining pavement section shall be removed and replaced with a structural section of 4" AC Surface Course/4" CMB. 

Curb and Gutter 

The Contractor shall sawcut and remove existing curb and gutter, and construct either Type "C-6" curb and gutter or "C-

8" curb and gutter pursuant to the existing curb and gutter condition conforming to the CITY Standard Drawing No. 312, 

rolled curb and gutter and/or modified curb and gutter at locations marked in the field by the ENGINEER or as designed 

on the Plans. 

SPECIAL NOTE: In order to comply with ADA requirements cross slope of gutter plate and AC at curb ramp locations shall 

not exceed 5% grade in the gutter pan. 

SPECIAL NOTE: Curing compound shall be applied in accordance with the provisions of the GREEN BOOK. 

Removal of the Concrete Curb and Gutter and AC shall conform to Section 401 "Removal" of the Standard Specifications. 

Existing Landscape Areas 

All existing landscaping/irrigation/backfill removed, as part of the access ramp construction shall be replaced in-kind and 

made a part of the work in conformance with these Special Provisions and Standard Specifications at no additional cost 

to the CITY. 

Other Existing Facilities and Obstructions 

The Contractor shall protect all existing improvements within the work area not designated to be removed in-place and 

intact and shall replace any existing improvements damaged by his/her operations at no additional cost to the CITY. 

The Contractor shall locate and protect the traffic signal home-run within the slot patch and ramp area and coordinate 

with the City with respect to the signal loop replacement work as shown on the plans or as required. If the Contractor 

damages the existing signal loop conductor/conduit or other wiring to the signal pull box, all damage to said existing 

improvements shall be repaired/replaced to an in-kind condition pursuant to the required specifications and the system 

shall be restored for full operation at no cost to the City. 

The Contractor shall mark, protect, adjust, and re-set all utility boxes/vaults within the reconstructed area. Additionally, 

the Contractor shall replace any existing marked, labeled or stamped concrete on the face of curb of existing utilities, 

which include, but not limited, to water, sewer, gas, etc. at no additional cost to the City. 

303-5.1.1 b) Curb and Gutter 

Per CITY Standards, weakened plane joints are required every ten feet (10') and felt paper every forty feet (40'). 

Transitional curb and gutter shall be ten feet (10') from one type to the other. No construction joints will be permitted. 

303-5.1.1 c) Concrete Sidewalk 

The Contractor shall reconstruct existing concrete sidewalk and/or construct new concrete sidewalk around obstructions, 

install new concrete sidewalk, reconstruct or construct new ADA wheelchair ramps including monolithic retaining curb, 

meandering sidewalk, retaining curb at back of the sidewalk, and other miscellaneous concrete construction conforming 
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to these Special Provisions and as shown on the Plans. The Contractor may be directed to reconstruct concrete walkways 

within private properties in order to join new improvements. Prior to initiating the work outside the City rights-of-way, 

the City Will obtain the necessary right c:if access documents from the private property owner. 

If there is an asphalt concrete adjoining sidewalk to be reconstructed to tie into the new concrete sidewalk, a one-foot 

(1') adjoining pavement section shall be removed and replaced with a structural section of 4" AC Surface Course/4" CMB. 

The Contractor shall inspect the location of the concrete sidewalk work area to be re-constructed prior to beginning the 

work. If the work entails removing and replacement of existing concrete sidewalk outside the work limit area as depicted 

within these Specifications or as shown on the Plans, he/she shall notify the ENGINEER prior to initiating the work. 

Existing Landscape Areas 

All existing landscaping/irrigation/backfill removed as part of the concrete walkway construction shall be replaced in­

kind and made a part of the work in conformance with these Special Provisions, Standard Specifications, and as directed 

by the ENGINEER at no additional cost to the CITY. 

The Contractor shall place new sod or seed and top soil to match the existing grass species in the areas adjoining the 

newly constructed concrete improvements that were disturbed by his/her operations. The Contractor may be directed by 

the ENGINEER to sod or seed other areas as necessary in conformance with these Specifications. 

Top Soil shall be Modified Class "A" Topsoil and shall consist of 80% content of Class "A" Topsoi) per the Standard 

Specifications and 20% content of processed wood product of type "I" organic soil amendment per the Standard 

Specifications. 

The Contractor shall protect all existing improvements within the work area not designated to be removed in-place and 

intact and shall replace any existing improvements damaged by his/her operations. Any damage beyond the construction 

limit shall be repaired at the Contractor's expense per Section 400-1 of the Standard Specifications. 

The Contractor shall protect and support existing irrigation lines and sprinkler heads in place and intact. The Contractor 

shall adjust the heads to the proper level upon completion of the new sidewalk replacement. 

The Contractor shall furnish and install all new pipe sizes to match existing, but no less than½" schedule 40, PVC pipe, to 

tie into existing pipes. New sprinkler heads shall be equal to or better than existing inclusive of all appurtenances. All 

work shall conform to the applicable sections of the Standard Specifications and as directed by the ENGINEER. 

The Contractor may salvage and reuse sprinkler heads that are still in reusable and functional condition for use at 

locations from which they were removed. 

The Contractor shall cut interfering portions of existing irrigation lines and cap all ends for future reconnection at the 

time that the work is started at each location. All repair and replacement of the irrigation system shall be done within 

five (5) days or sooner after disconnection. During disconnection period of existing irrigation systems, the Contractor 

shall maintain the existing grass, trees, shrubs, and other existing landscape in a live condition with a temporary 

irrigation system and/or shall water the landscaped areas by hand. Homeowner's water supply shall not be used without 

written consent from each homeowner. 

The Contractor shall modify, relocate or replace and/or extend all encountered irrigation lines or sprinkler heads so as to 

give full coverage to landscape area. 

The Contractor may be directed to extend the existing sprinkler system or place a P.V.C. sleeve under the new sidewalk 

improvements into the landscaped area between the curb and sidewalk and other locations as necessary as determined 

in the field by the ENGINEER. 
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Prior to accepting work, the Contractor must turn the system on, and it must work properly in the presence of and to the 

satisfaction of the Engineer and property owner. The Contractor shall replace any damaged and dead grass or 

landscaping beyond construction limits resulting from Contractor's operation or insufficient water supplies at ho cost to 

the CITY. 

Other Existing Facilities and Obstructions 

Contractor shall adjust to grade existing water meter boxes (WM) and traffic signal pull boxes to the new grade of the 

sidewalk. The water meter and water line shall be protected in place. Broken water meter boxes and traffic signal pull 

boxes shall be removed and replaced by the Contractor. Contact Mesa Water District to obtain and pickup new WM box. 

WM box shall be furnished to the Contractor at no cost. 

The Contractor shall protect in-place the existing mail boxes or relocate them if they do not meet U.S. Post Office 

standards (see the Standard Plans section, if applicable). The Contractor shall provide a new post in case the existing one 

cannot be saved as determined by the ENGINEER in the field. The Contractor shall relocate the existing mailboxes which 

conflict with construction of the sidewall< or pedestrian path of travel )Nith prior approval of the U.S. Post Office Post 

Master and the ENGINEER. 

The Contractor shall relocate any street signs, which interfere, or conflict with construction of the sidewalk. A minimum 

4-foot wide path of travel shall be required. 

Sidewalk obstruction flare construction shall be per City Standard Drawing No. 413 or as shown on the Plans or as 

depicted within these Specifications. 

At certain addresses, the Contractor will be directed to remove concrete and/or other improvements in the right-of-way. 

Upon the completion of the removal of existing concrete improvements within the parkway, including the underlying 

aggregate base for which no replacement is required, the Contractor shall backfill the void with Modified Class "A" 

Topsoil for placing new sod or seed as directed in those respective bid items. 

303-5.1.1 d) Concrete Cross-Gutter 

Contractor shall sawcut and remove existing improvements and reconstruct cross-gutter conforming to City of Costa 

Mesa Standard Drawing No. 415 or per Standard Plan No. 122-2 or 123-2 in the "Standard Plans for Public Works 

Construction," also known as the A.P.W.A. Standard Plans, and applicable sections of the Standard Specifications, as 

directed by the ENGINEER. 

Eight (8) inches of Crushed Miscellaneous Base (CMB) shall be required under all new cross gutters. 

Concrete shall be class 560-C-3250. (High early strength concrete mix) 

Crushed Miscellaneous base material and construction shall conform to Subsections 200 and 301 of the "Greenbook," 

and as directed by the Engineer. The sieve size shall be¾" (fine). 

New improvements shall be constructed to grades as indicated on the plans to provide a proper flow line with the 

existing improvements as indicated on the plans. 

All cross gutters and spandrel work shall be done in phases in order to provide one travel lane in each direction at all 

times. Contractor shall provide steel plates to bridge excavations for vehicles at no cost to the City in order to provide 

vehicle access. 

303-5.1.1 e) Concrete Driveway Approach 

Contractor shall sawcut and remove existing improvements and construct P.C.C. Driveway Approach per City of Costa 

Mesa Standard Drawing Nos. 313, 513, and 514 and also to Standard Plan No. 110-2, Type "B" in the "Standard Plans for 

Public Works Construction," also known as the A.P.W.A. Standard Plans. All work shall conform to the applicable portions 
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of Section 303-5 of the Standard Specifications. Six (6) inches of Crushed Miscellaneous Base (CMB) shall be required 

under all new driveways. 

The Contractor shall adjust all existing utility boxes and condui~, or water meter boxes wit~in the new driveway 

approach, to its new finished grade, and the adjustment shall be included in the bid price per square foot of Residential 

Driveway or Commercial Driveway. Removals and/or relocations necessary for driveway construction are to be paid as 

part of this bid item, except where a separate bid item exists for a stated removal or relocation item of work. 

Concrete shall be class 560-C-3250. 

Crushed Miscellaneous base material and construction shall conform to Subsections 200 and 301 of the "Greenbook," 

and as directed by the ENGINEER. The sieve size shall be¾" (fine). 

If there is existing asphalt concrete adjoining into the new concrete driveway approach, a one-foot (1') adjoining 

pavement section shall be removed and replaced with a structural section of 6" AC Surface Course/6" CMB. 

Asphalt concrete for slot paving shall be¾" for base course and½" for surface course, which is covered in Section 400-4 

of Standard Specifications (latest edition). 

Soils and aggregate tests shall conform to State of California test methods which may be substituted for designated 

ASTM test methods as noted herein. Laboratory maximum density tests shall be per Method 2 of Subsection 211-2.1. 

The correction for oversize materials as sta_ted in Test Method No. California 216 shall·be replaced with Note 2 of ASTM 

D1557. 

New improvements shall be constructed to grades as indicated on the plans to match existing improvements and field 

condition with proper grade to form a safe and smooth riding surface. 

Contractor shall provide steel plates to bridge excavations for vehicles at no cost to the City in order to provide access to 

driveways if requested by the resident. 

P.C.C. curb, gutter, sidewalks, and access ramps shall conform to the provisions of Section 303-5 of the Standard 

Specifications. 

P.C.C. curb and gutter shall conform to City Std. Dwg. Nos. 312 and 314. 

P.C.C. sidewalk shall conform to City Std. Dwg. Nos. 411,412, and 413, (and 414 where necessary). 

P.C.C. cross-gutters shall conform to SPPWC Std. Plan No. 122-3 or City Std. Dwg. No. 415, as directed by the Engineer. 

Removal of existing concrete and masonry improvements and structures and composite pavement shall conform to 

Section 401- Removal, of the Standard Specifications and these Special provisions. 

Concrete curb, gutter, sidewalks, and access ramps shall be constructed of Portland cement concrete of the class and 

other requirements prescribed in Subsection 201-1 of the Standard Specifications. 

All excavation, clearing and grubbing shall be performed in accordance per Sections 300 and 303 of the Standard 

Specifications. Payment shall be included in the price for the various contract items of work, and no additional 

compensation shall be allowed therefore. 

The Contractor shall replace all damaged existing curb drain outlets to a satisfactory working condition. 

The new P.C.C. curb, gutter, sidewalks, and access ramps shall conform in grade, finish, and color to the adjoining 

portions. 
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Any sections of said work having a patchwork appearance will be rejected by the City Engineer, and the Contractor shall 

replace them at his own expense. To ensure a neat break line between existing and new portions of P.C.C. curb, gutter, 

sidewalks, and access ramps, the Contractor shall be required to use a concrete cutting saw of a type approved by the 

City Engineer. 

The Contractor is required to sawcut all concrete full depth. All sawcuts shall be neat, straight lines. Removal shall be to 

the nearest construction joints or weakened plane joints. 

Construction joint and weakened plain joint spacing shall match the adjoining sidewalk to the extent possible. 

Compensation for sawcutting shall be included as part of the unit cost bid for all the various contract items of work. 

Attention is directed to Subsections 201-4 and 303-1.10 for the Standard Specifications for curing requirements. Full 

compensation for conforming to the requirements of Subsections 201-4 and 303-1.10 of the Standard Specifications shall 

be considered as included in the prices for the various contract items of work, and no additional compensation wiil be 

paid therefore. 

Curb at each separate location shall be completed within five (5) working days from the time the repair work is initiated, 

or as directed as the Engineer. Forms shall be removed as soon as the concrete has had sufficient time to cure. 

It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to complete all initiated repairs by the end of the Friday of each working 

week unless spec_ified otherwise by the City Engineer. 

All form work shall be inspected by the Project Engineer prior to placement of concrete. 

Trenches shall be protected at nighttime, on weekends, and during non-working hours. 

It shall be the contractor's responsibility to assure that the work site is maintained in a safe condition at all times, 

especially at weekends. 

New construction (i.e., access ramps) shall be coordinated to avoid conflicts with existing power poles, street lights, fire 

hydrants, and catch basins. All adjacent areas shall be graded and restored to original condition upon completion. 

All form work including reinforcing steel shall be inspected by the Project Engineer prior to placement of concrete. 

P.C.C. curb, curb and gutter, sidewalks, curb access ramps, cross gutters, bus pads and driveways shall be constructed 

over 6 inches of crushed miscellaneous base (CMB). Payment for CMB required under these items shall be included in 

the unit prices bid items for P.C.C. curb, curb and gutter, sidewalks, cross gutters, driveway aprons, and curb access 

ramps, and no additional compensation shall be allowed therefore. 

The Contractor is advised that the planned longitudinal gutter slopes may mild to flat gradients. To provide for positive 

drainage, the Contractor shall "water test" the flowline. When the gutter concrete is freshly placed and floated to form, a 

small amount of water shall be placed in the upstream end of the gutter. The gutter flowline shall be finished to remove 

high points to allow water to freely drain to the downstream end ofthe gutter. 

Trenches shall be covered at night, on weekends, and during non-working hours. 

It shall be the contractor's responsibility to assure that the work site is maintained in a safe condition at all times, 

especially at night and weekends. 

303-5.7 Repairs and Replacements. 

All work which is defective in its construction or deficient in any of the requirements of these Special Provisions shall be 

remedied, or removed and replaced by the Contractor in a manner acceptable to the City and no compensation will be 

allowed for such correction. 
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The minimum length for removal and replacement of unsatisfactory work shall be score line to score line for sidewalk. 

Sawcutting is required for all removals of defective concrete work at no additional cost. 

Upon failure on the part of the Contractor to comply forthwith with any order the City makes under the provisions of this . 

Section, the City shall have authority to cause defective work to be removed and replaced and deduct the costs thereof 

from any monies due or to become due the Contractor. 

303.5-8 Backfilling and Cleanup. 

The construction of any improvement in place shall mean that in addition to the requirements under Section 303-5.8 of 

the Standard Specifications relating to "Backfilling and Clean up," the Contractor shall be responsible for backfilling the 

area excavated for the purpose of setting forms. Said backfill shall be considered part of the bid price for the various 

contract items of work, and no further compensation shall be paid therefore. Said backfill shall be done immediately 

following the removal of forms. 

If no new construction is to be placed in the location where concrete has been removed, then the area shall be backfilled 

and graded to match existing grade. 

During all phases of construction, the Contractor shall maintain a clean work site. The contractor shall be responsible for 

the removal and disposal of all concrete, asphalt, tree roots, and any other debris resulting from the work performed. 

Full compensation shall be considered as included in the prices for the various items. 

BID ITEM NO. 3: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT CONCRETE SIDEWALK (4-INCH CONCRETE OVER 4-INCH C.M.B) INCLUDING 

ADA RAMPS 

The Contractor shall reconstruct existing concrete sidewalk and/or construct new concrete sidewalk, which includes new 

wheelchair ramps including monolithic curb, sidewalk flares around obstructions, meandering sidewalk, and other 

miscellaneous concrete construction conforming to Section 303-5 of the Standard Specifications, APWA Standard 

Drawings and the City of Costa Mesa Standard Drawings Nos. 411, 412, and 413, (and 414 where necessary). Four inches 

(4")of crushed miscellaneous base (CMB) shall be required under all sidewalks, wheelchair ramps and flares. The 

Contractor may be directed to reconstruct concrete walkways within private properties in order to join new 

improvements. 

Concrete shall be class 520-C-2500. Crushed miscellaneous base material shall be ¾-inch (fine). 

If there is asphalt concrete adjoining sidewalk to be reconstructed, one-foot (1') of the adjoining pavement shall be 

removed and replaced with a structural section of 4" AC. The asphalt concrete class and grade shall be Type III-C3-PG64-

1O (½" sieve size) for surface course, which is covered in Section 400-4 of Standard Specifications (latest edition). 

Wheelchair ramp construction shall conform to Standard Drawing No. 416, and Cal-Trans Standard Drawing No. RSP 

ABBA adjusted to meet the latest ADA regulations and requirements, and the Contractor shall construct all necessary 

retaining curb as required. The work shall include the relocation of street signs to a condition equal to or better than 

existing. It shall also include the construction of the variable height-retaining curb at the back of the curb ramp. The 

width of the wheel chair access ramp "W" shall be a minimum offive foot wide. 

If the location marked by the Engineer consists of removing existing improvements and constructing new concrete 

sidewalk, the work shall include the removal and disposal of the existing improvements, clearing and grubbing (including 

tree roots to a depth of 6" below subgrade), excavation, compaction, and furnishing and placing 4" of CMB. 

If the location marked by the Engineer consists of removing existing landscaping and dirt improvements and constructing 

new concrete sidewalk, the work shall include the removal and disposal of the existing improvements, clearing and 

grubbing (including tree roots to a depth of 6" below subgrade), excavation, compaction, furnishing and placing 4" of 

CMB, and regrading the area next to the newly constructed sidewalk to join existing at 1:6 grade. 
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The Contractor shall protect all existing drainage pipes, busbenches, bus shelters and other structures and other existing 

improvements not designated to be removed in-place and intact. 

Contractor shall adjust to &rade existing w_ater meter boxes (WM) and traffic signal_puUbox to the new grade o~ the 

sidewalk. The water meter and water line shall be protected in place. Broken water meter boxes and traffic signal 

pullboxes shall be removed and replaced by the Contractor. Contractor shall contact Mesa Water District or Irvine Ranch 

Water District to obtain anlpickup new WM box. Contractor shall contact Engineer.for the procurement of new traffic 

signal pullboxes. WM box and traffic signal pullbox shall be furnished to the Contractor at no cost. 

The Contractor shall protect in-place the existing mail boxes or relocate them if they do not meet U.S. Post Office 

standards (see the Standard Plans section). The Contractor shall provide a new post in case the existing one cannot be 

saved and the Engineer in the field will determine that. Also, the Contractor shall relocate any street signs, which 

interfere, or conflict with construction. A minimum 4-foot wide path of travel shall be required. 

Sidewalk obstruction flare construction shall be per City Standard Drawing No. 413 or as shown on attached Detail 

Drawings included in the contract document. 

Any damage beyond the construction limit shall be repaired at the Contractor's expense per Section 7-9 of the Standard 

Specifications. During construction, the Contractor shall protect and support existing irrigation lines and sprinkler heads 

in place and intact. The Contractor shall adjust them to the proper level upon completion of the new sidewalk 

replacement. 

The Contractor shall furnish and install all new pipe size to match existing but no less than½" schedule 40, PVC pipe to 

tie into existing pipes, new sprinkler heads equal to or better than existing, and all appurtenances. All work shall conform 

to Sections 212-2 and 308-5 of the Standard Specifications and as directed by the Engineer. 

The Contractor may salvage and reuse sprinkler heads that are still in reusable and functional condition for use at 

locations from which they were removed. 

At the time that the work is started at each location, the Contractor shall cut interfering portions of existing irrigation 

lines and cap all ends for future reconnection. All repair and replacement of the irrigation system shall be done within 

five (5) days or sooner after disconnection. During disconnection period of existing irrigation systems, the Contractor 

shall maintain the existing grass, trees, shrubs, and other existing landscape in a live condition with temporary irrigation 

system and/or shall water the landscaped areas by hand. Homeowner's water supply shall not be used without written 

consent from each homeowner. 

The Contractor shall modify, relocate or replace and/or extend all encountered irrigation lines or sprinkler heads so as to 

give full coverage to landscape area. 

As determined in the field by the Engineer, the Contractor may be directed to extend the existing sprinkler system or 

place a P.V.C. sleeve under the new sidewalk improvements into the landscaped area between the curb and sidewalk and 

other locations as necessary. 

Prior to accepting work, the Contractor must turn the system on, and it must work properly in the presence of and to the 

satisfaction of the Engineer and property owner. The Contractor at no cost to the City shall replace any damaged and 

dead grass or landscaping beyond construction limits resulting from Contractor's operation or insufficient water supplies. 

The Contractor shall furnish and place Modified Class "A" Topsoil and new sod or seed in accordance with Section 212-1 

and Section 308 of the Standard Specifications for parkways and behind the right-of-way areas. 

The Modified Class "A" Topsoil shall consist of 80% content of Class "A" Topsoil per the Standard Specifications and 20% 

content of processed wood product oftype "I" organic soil amendment per the Standard Specifications.

The Contractor shall place new sod or seed to match the existing grass species in the areas adjoining the newly 

constructed concrete improvements that were disturbed by his/her operations. 

The Contracto~ shall also place new sod or_seed for filled and regraded_ areas. The Contractor may be directed by the 

Engineer to sod or seed other areas as necessary in conformance with these Specifications. 

At certain addresses; the Contractor will be directed to remove concrete and/or other improvements in the right-of-way 

(SEE LIST WITHIN SPECIFICATIONS.) Upon the completion of the removal of existing concrete improvements within the 

parkway, including the underlying aggregate base for which no replacement is required, the Contractor shall backfill the 

void with Modified Class "A" Topsoil for placing new sod or seed as directed in those respective bid items. 

All concrete work shall be finished in texture, scoring, banding in generally the same manner as the adjacent existing 

improvements, unless specified. The textured surface for the sidewalk shall be created with the use of surface retarding 

chemicals manufactured by the Grace Companies. Top Cast or equal shall be utilized for this project, with the ability to 

resist heat up to 60 degrees celsius, application rate of 250 to 350 square foot per gallon and a curing time of 16 to 72 
hours. 

PAYMENT 

Payment for the preceding requirements shall be per the unit price bid per square foot of new sidewalk and shall 

include: 

1. Saw cutting, clearing and grubbing, unclassified excavation, furnishing and placement of 4" CMB, placement of 

concrete, construction of wheelchair ramps in compliance with ADA and Title 24 guidelines, monolithic curb at 

wheel chair ramps, removing tree roots encounter within the excavation limits, blocking out and/or widening 
existing tree wells. 

2. Restoration of sprinkler systems including any reducers required for different pipe sizes, and from existing or new 

pipes to the sprinkler heads, connection points, all fittings, all tees and ells, backfill material for pipe trench, and 

all miscellaneous materials for proper installation and/or modification for construction of complete sprinkler 

system 

3. Furnish and place Modified Class "A" Topsoil, landscaping, plants and new sod as disturbed by operations. 

4. Re-grading the areas adjacent to the new sidewalk construction to transition to join new improvements at 1:6 

grade. 

5. Installing 4' wide concrete walkway in the parkway or as directed by the Engineer in the field. 

6. Remove and replace existing PCC improvements in the parkway or behind R.O.W. at the marked limits, including 

tree well widening locations or as directed by the Engineer in the field. 

7. Adjusting water meter boxes, water valves, and traffic signal pull box to grade within replacement area. 

8. Protect in-place the existing mailboxes. If mailbox location does not meet U.S.P.S. Standards, relocate and install 

new posts and reattach. 

9. Grind or remove existing tree roots in the excavation limits (trees were previously removed by others). 

10. Removing misc. parkway concrete, widening areas at tree wells and/or areas of existing pavers, and replacing 

with modified Class "A" topsoil to join existing. 

11. Replacement, or repair to the existing curb drains during construction operations. 

12. Removal and/or relocation of existing fences from the public right-of-way. 
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13. One-foot (1') width AC slot patch behind sidewalk adjacent to asphalt concrete paved areas at required locations. 

14. At certain addresses, the Contractor will be directed to remove parkway concrete and/or other improvements in 

the right-of-way. Upon the completion of the removal of existing concrete imRrovements within the parkway,. 

including the underlying aggregate base for which no replacement is required, the Contractor shall backfill the 

void with Modified Class "A" Topsoil for placing new sod or seed as directed in those respective bid items. 

No additional compensation will be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 4: REMOVE EXISITING AND RECONSTRUCT C-6 CURB & GUTTER OVER 6" CMB WITH 2' A.C. SLOT PAVE 

Measurement and Payment for "Remove Existing and Reconstruct C-6 Curb & Gutter over 61
' Crushed Miscellaneous 

Base (CMB) with 2' Asphalt Concrete (A.C.) Slot Pave" shall be per the unit price bid per Lineal Foot (L.F.) as constructed 

in accordance with these Special Provisions, Standard Specifications, and as shown on the Plans. This bid item shall 

include the removal and disposal of existing curb and gutter, sawcutting, unclassified excavation, furnishing and placing 

CMB below curb and gutter, root removal, temporary AC pavement, repair of AC slot pavement adjacent to the proposed 

curb & gutter removal and construction, construction of variable curb height to meet existing sidewalk and existing 

improvements, depressed curb for driveway approach, curb drain removal and replacement, replacement of any 

damaged irrigation lines and sprinkler heads, replacement of any damaged grass, paint red curb, replacements of any 

survey monuments and/or ties; replacement of any damaged traffic signal home-run or wiring to the signal pull box, and 

other work as required to complete the work. No additional rnmpensation shall be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 5: REMOVE EXISITING AND RECONSTRUCT C-8 CURB & GUTTER OVER 6" CMB WITH 2' A.C. SLOT PAVE 

Measurement and Payment for "Remove Existing and Reconstruct C-8 Curb & Gutter over 6" Crushed Miscellaneous 
Base (CMB) with 2' Asphalt Concrete (A.C.) Slot Pave" shall be per the unit price bid per Lineal Foot (L.F.) as constructed 

in accordance with these Special Provisions, Standard Specifications, and as shown on the Plans. This bid item shall 

include the removal and disposal of existing curb and gutter, sawcutting, unclassified excavation, furnishing and placing 

CMB below curb and gutter, root removal, temporary AC pavement, repair of AC slot pavement adjacent to the proposed 

curb & gutter removal and construction, construction of variable curb height to meet existing sidewalk and existing 

improvements, depressed curb for driveway approach, curb drain removal and replacement, replacement of any 

damaged irrigation lines and sprinkler heads, replacement of any damaged grass, paint red curb, replacements of any 

survey monuments and/or ties; replacement of any damaged traffic signal home-run or wiring to the signal pull box, and 

other work as required to complete the work. No additional compensation shall be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 6: REMOVE EXISITING AND RECONSTRUCT P.C.C. DRIVEWAY APPROACH (6-INCH CONCRETE OVER 6-INCH 
C.M.B.) 

Measurement and Payment for "Remove Existing and Reconstruct Driveway Approach (6" Portland Cement Concrete 
(P.C.C.)" shall be 6" Portland Cement Concrete (P.C.C.) over 6" Crushed Miscellaneous Base (C.M.B.) per the unit price 

bid per Square Foot (S.F.) and shall include sawcut, removal and disposal of existing P.C.C. and miscellaneous 

improvements, excavation and subgrade preparation, Crushed Miscellaneous Base, forms, P.C.C., backfilling, restoring 

form areas, steel plates, and all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals as required to complete the work. No other 

compensation will be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 7: INSTALL ROOT BARRIERS 

Measurement and Payment for "Install Root Barrier" shall be per the unit price bid per Lineal Foot (LF) for this item shall 

be made at the contact unit price bid per lineal foot of root barrier installed and shall include provisions for all 

excavation, cutting, removal, and disposal of existing root systems, and back fill required to install the root barrier. No 

further compensation will be allowed. 
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BID ITEM NO. 8: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT MISCELLANEOUS AC PAVEMENT (EXCLUDES 2' AC SLOT PAVE) 

Measurement and Payment for "Remove & Reconstruct Miscellaneous AC Pavement" per the unit price bid per 

Tonnage (TON) and shall include AC material, ~urnishing and placement of_CMB, sawcutting, unclassifi~d excavation, 

removal and disposal of existing AC improvement, Tack Coat, and all other work as required to complete the work. No 

additional compensation will be allowed. 

This item of work does not include the AC pavement work that is required for Bid Items No. 3-6. 

At the direction of the Engineer, the contractor shall sawcut, remove, and construct new asphalt pavement. Limits, lines, 

and grades shall be marked or as directed by the Engineer in the field. For residential streets, the minimum structural 

section shall be of 6" AC over 6" CMB or as directed by the Engineer in the field. For arterial streets, the minimum 

structural section shall be 12" AC over 12" CMB or as directed by the Engineer in the field. 

Tack coat shall comply with the provisions of the "GREENBOOK." 

The asphalt concrete class and grade shall be Type III-B2-PG64-10 (¾" sieve size) for base course and Type III-C3-PG64-10 

(½" sieve size) for surface course. Surface course shall be a minimum two inches (2") thick as covered in Section 400-4 of 

Standard Specifications (latest edition). 

The contractor acknowledges that this bid item will only be used at the discretion of the Engineer to transition and join 

new construction to meet existing field conditions and/or to repair damaged asphal_t pavement. -

The quantities for this bid item shall be limited to the work directed by the Engineer and no adjustments for increased 

compensation shall be allowed for substantial reductions. 

BID ITEM NO. 9: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT CONCRETE SIDEWALK AT CITY PARKS (6" CONCRETE OVER NATIVE) 

The Contractor shall saw cut and remove existing sidewalk and construct new 6" thick concrete sidewalk over native at 

locations in City parks marked in the field by the Engineer. 

Since the concrete sidewalk is located outside the right-of-way, Title 24 of the Building Code shall apply and the grade of 

the walkway (concrete sidewalk) shall not exceed 5% and the cross fall shall be less than 2%. 

Concrete shall be a 3250-psi pump mix. A pump may be required if the contractor cannot place the concrete material 

with other equipment. 

If the location marked by the Engineer consists of removing existing improvements and reconstructing existing concrete 

sidewalk, the work shall include the removal and disposal of the existing improvements, clearing and grubbing (including 

tree roots to a depth of 6" below subgrade), excavation, compaction, furnishing and regrading the area next to the newly 

constructed sidewalk to join existing at 1:6 grade. 

Contractor shall coordinate the work with City Maintenance Services staff and protect in place all existing City irrigation 

facilities and mainlines. 

SPECIAL NOTES FOR COLORED CONCRETE (Wimbledon Park only): 

Integral color for sidewalk shall be Scofield Chromix type with 2% color or a dust on product. The finish shall match the 

adja~ent existing sidewalk. Coloring for sidewalk shall comply with Sections 303-7 and 303-7.3 Method B (Integral Color) 

of Standard Specifications and details shown herein. The color shall be determined by the engineer. Contractor shall 

submit color chart with samples to the Engineer for approval prior to beginning work. The contractor shall furnish the 

Engineer a sample of each PCC color two weeks prior to constructing sidewalk for review and approval. Colored PCC 

installation shall exactly conform to Scofield installation procedures and specifications. Any deviation in installed PCC 

color from the approved sample shall be removed and replaced by the Contractor at no additional expense. 
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All concrete work shall be finished in texture, scoring, banding in generally the same manner as the adjacent existing 

improvements, unless specified. 

The textured surface for the sidew_alk shall be created with the_ use of surface retarding chemicals manufactured by th~ 

Grace Companies. Top Cast or equal shall be utilized for this project, with the ability to resist heat up to 60 degrees 

celsius, application rate of 250 to 350 square foot per gallon and a curing time of 16 to 72 hours. 

Payment: 

Payment for the preceding shall be per the unit price bid per square foot of 6" sidewalk and shall include saw cutting; the 

removal and disposal of existing concrete; unclassified excavation; removal of existing tree roots in the area to be 

excavated; excavation, compaction, regrading, concrete; placement of new concrete; colored concrete; replacement of 

any damaged irrigation lines and sprinkler heads; replacement of any damaged sod and/or landscaping; replacement of 

damaged plants; replacement of any existing labeled locations of utilities on face of curb; and other work as required to 

complete the work. No additional compensation will be allowed 

BID ITEM NO. 10: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT TYPE A CURB AT CITY PARKS 

BID ITEM NO. 11: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT P.C.C. V-GUTTER (2.5' WIDTH) AT CITY PARKS 

The Contractor shall sawcut and remove existing curb and gutter, Type "A" curb with maximum 8" curb height as per 

Standard Drawing No.311, V-gutter, rnlled curb and gutter and/or modified curb and gutter conforming to the City of 

Costa Mesa Standard drawing No. 312 and/or at locations marked in the field by the Engineer. 

The work shall also include saw cutting, removal, and reconstruction of the adjoining asphalt concrete roadway (slot 

patch) of a minimum width of two-feet (2'). The replacement roadway structural section shall be 12" full depth AC for 

streets shown on the City's Master Plan of Arterial Highways and 611 AC/6" CMB on all other streets. The asphalt concrete 

shall be¾" for base course and½" for surface course, which is covered in Section 400-4 of Standard Specifications (latest 

edition). 

Six (6) inches of crushed miscellaneous base (CMB) shall be required under all new curbs and v-gutter, and compacted to 

95 percent relative density. 

Per City Standards, weakened plane joints are required every ten feet (10') and felt paper every forty feet 

(40'). Transitional curb and gutter shall be ten feet (10') from one type to the other. No construction joints will be 

permitted.

The Contractor shall 

hand deliver copies of the approved notification letter to the affected residences and businesses prior to the scheduled 

construction and posting of "No Parking" signs shall be at least 72 hours prior to the scheduled construction. 

This letter shall state the date and time of restricted travel on the affected street. Direction to "on-street" parking within 

800 feet of the residence and or business shall be included in this letter. Failure to meet the approved schedule requires 

that the Contractor immediately notify residents and/or businesses of the cancellation for that day's work and 

reschedule construction of the affected area at a later date. Re-notification of rescheduled work shall follow this same 

procedure. The contractor is responsible in modifying the construction dates on each signs. 
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Contractor shall replace and/or repair the damaged pavement outside the construction limits damaged by their 

operations to the satisfaction of the Engineer at no cost to the City. 

Provide emergency access for the fire trucks and other emergency vehicles at all times. Notify the Police and Fire 

Departments in writing two (2) working days prior to construction. 

The City will only provide inspection during the designated construction hours Monday through Friday. Any work done 

without inspection is at the Contractor's risk and subject to rejection. The replacement costs for rejected work will be 

borne by the Contractor. 

NOTE: Contractor to be aware of the following restrictions to any and all work being performed within the City of Costa 

Mesa; 

a. Any work located within a two (2) block of any school will be performed during a school break or on weekends. 

Contractor shall coordinate work schedule with Engineer, prior to commencing of proposed improvements. 

b. Contractor is not allowed to perform any work adjacent to the Orange County Fair Grounds from the Friday prior to 

the start of the Orange County Fair to the Monday after the Fair ends. During this time, Contractor shall coordinate with 

the Engineer locations of the streets, as specified in the City's Orange County Fair Moratorium Map, prior to commencing 

of proposed improvements. 

c. The Contractor shall not be allowed to perform any work from Monday before Thanksgiving to Monday after New 

Year's Day on Arterial streets, and during the week of any Holiday (Sunday through Saturday) on Residential streets. 

During this period, all work shall be completed, all travel and/or traffic lanes shall be restored to a safe condition, be fully 

operational, and shall be opened to vehicular traffic. 

d. During elections, no work will be allowed within six hundred feet (600') from polling place including no parking of 

construction equipment or employee vehicles within said distance of 600 feet. 

e. Prior to commencement of any work within City limits, the contractor shall coordinate with the Engineer so that the 

work performed will not interfere with any special events occurring in the City throughout the year. 

The Contractor shall have on the work site at all times a competent English-speaking superintendent, as his agent, 

capable of reading and thoroughly understanding the plans and specifications and other related documents. 

PAYMENT 

Compensation for the preceding shall be per the unit price bid per lump sum (LS). It shall be considered full 

compensation for complying with the requirements stated above, including keeping the construction site in a safe 

condition, securing adequate storage site and obtaining all business licenses and permits, as required for the entire 

project, from all related agencies including but not limited to utility companies, private and public agencies. The 

compensation shall include the compliance with the requirements specified in those licenses and permits; and 

incidentals necessary to perform all related items of work. Payment for mobilization shall be based on the completion 

percentage of the entire project. No additional compensation will be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 2: TRAFFIC CONTROL 

The contractor shall schedule the work to comply with the lane closure hours allowed herein or as otherwise directed by 

the ENGINEER. 

Only one lane shall be closed to traffic in any direction between 9:00 am and 3:30 pm, Monday through Friday. All lanes 

must be open during peak hours of 6:00 am to 9:00 am and 3:30 pm to 6:00 pm. All lanes must be open during 

weekends and City observed holidays. Lane closures more than one lane may be allowed between the hours of 8:00 pm 

and 6:00 am during weekdays. 
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No lane closures will be allowed during the annual Orange County Fair annual July event extending from the Thursday 

before to the Monday after the fair event. No lane closures will be allowed from the Friday before Thanksgiving to the 

Monday after New Year's Day. 

The minimum lane width shall be ten (10) feet. There shall be a minimum of five (5) feet clearance from open excavation 

and two (2) feet clearance from other obstructions. 

The Contractor shall provide traffic control and access in accordance with Section 7-10 of the Standard Specifications, the 

Caltrans' Manual of Traffic Controls in Construction and Maintenance Zones, latest edition, these special provisions and 

the standards contained in the Work Area Traffic Control Handbook (WATCH), published by Building News, Inc. (latest 

edition). 

The Contractor shall be allowed to close one lane only of traffic adjacent to construction site for construction on multi­

lane streets during work hours. All remaining lanes shall be kept open for traffic circulation. The Contractor may close the 

work area to traffic on two-lane streets, but must continue to provide two-way traffic at all times. 

Furnish, install and maintain in place "No Parking - Tow Away" signs of a minimum height of forty-two (42) inches (from 

ground finish surface to top of sign) on temporary traffic control devices (even if streets have posted "No Parking" signs), 

which shall be posted prior to commencement of roadwork work. On the sign, Contractor shall print the hours, day(s) 

and date of closure in two-inch-high letters and numbers. A sample of the completed sign shall be approved by the 

Engineer five (5) working days prior to posting. The signs shall be spaced at a maximum of 50 feet from the street 

intersection and/or from each adjacent sign and at 200 feet spacing within each alley. For any work to be performed on 

Monday morning or a morning following a holiday, the Contractor must post "No Parking - Tow Away" signs with all 

requirements as specified at least 48 hours prior to weekend or holiday begins. 

Notify the trash pick-up company "Costa Mesa Disposal" and all other trash haulers licensed to do business within the 

city of Costa Mesa of the schedule of work and the limitation of access. Coordinate with trash haulers and residents to 

ensure that regularly scheduled trash collection will occur. Contact Public Services Department at (714) 754-5307 for 

addresses of Costa Mesa Disposal and other trash haulers; also notify U.S. Postal Service and all other affected utilities 

(Edison, sewer, water, gas, telephone, etc.). 

The Contractor shall provide access as required to accommodate special circumstance at any residence including access 

for disabled, impaired, special medical needs, etc. At all times the Contractor shall provide a safe and walk able 

temporary sidewalk with a minimum width of thirty-six inch {36") clearance adjoining excavated areas within parkway 

limits for wheelchair and pedestrians to travel around construction areas. If such clearance is not possible, barricading, 

plating, filling, or other measures shall be required. 

The Contractor shall use illuminated or reflective warning/construction signs at both ends of construction area, and at 

appropriate locations or as directed by the Engineer for the entire project. Solar powered flashing arrow boards will be 

required for all lane closures and may be required for other traffic control. In addition to providing and maintaining 

delineation, the Contractor shall be responsible for the project safety on a 24-hour basis each calendar day for the entire 

duration of the project. 

PEDESTRIAN ACCESS 

Where construction prohibits pedestrian access, alternate crossing areas shall be established with appropriate signing 

and other devices as required or directed by the ENGINEER. Pedestrian access facilities shall be provided thru 

construction area within the right-of-way at all times. Pedestrian walkways shall be provided with surfacing as required 

to maintain safe and accessible pathways. Surface shall be skid resistant and free of irregularities. 

The Contractor shall keep the areas adjacent to the project site clear of any objects that may be hazardous to pedestrians 

and motorists. Provisions to reroute pedestrians, including the disabled, around the work area must be clearly 
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delineated and maintained. If the Contractor's operations require the closure of a walkway, then another walkway shall 

be provided nearby, off the traveled roadway, along the general path of travel. 

TRAFFIC CONTROL GENERAL 

Any location considered not accessible by pedestrians or motorists as determined by the ENGINEER will be resolved at 

the direction of the ENGINEER. The Contractor will not be paid for such corrective action and shall be charged for any 

costs incurred by the City for corrective action. In addition to the above and in compliance with Section 7-10, the 

Contractor shall: 

a. Provide a safe and drivable ingress and egress to residents and businesses at all times, and provide safe pedestrian 

crossing paths at all times. 

b. Provide temporary traffic re-striping at the conclusion of any working day for any centerline, lane line or stop bar 

which is obliterated by construction. 

c. Be responsible for identifying the location and for the protection of all electrical facilities including signal conduit and 

interconnect. Where damage is caused by the Contractor's operation, the Contractor shall replace damaged facility at no 

extra cost to the City of Costa Mesa. Where construction signing conflicts with existing signing, the Contractor shall cover 

existing signs in a manner approved by the ENGINEER. 

d. Be responsible for notifying residents and businesses, in writing, seven (7) days in advance of any work that involves 

limited access. The Contractor shall provide verification to the ENGINEER that this has been accomplished. 

e. Notify the trash pickup company "Costa Mesa Disposal" of the schedule of work and the limitation of access. Contact 

City at (714) 754-5307 for Costa Mesa Disposal's address 

f. Furnish, install and maintain in-place "No Parking - Tow Away" signs (even if streets have posted "No Parking" signs) 
which shall be posted at least (2) working days prior to commencement of roadwork. On the sign, the Contractor shall 

print the hours, day(s) and date of closure in two-inch high letters and numbers. A sample of the completed sign shall be 

approved by the ENGINEER prior to posting. For any work to be performed on Monday morning or a morning following a 

holiday, the Contractor must post "No Parking - Tow Away" signs, with all requirements as specified, at least 48 hours 

prior to beginning weekend or holiday. 

g. Coordinate with Orange County Transit District [Phone No. (714) 636-7433, ext. 4330] to plan and to accommodate 

bus routes at least five (5) working days prior to commencement of any work which will involve any of their facilities. 

h. Provide any temporary delineation, as required, in accordance with the CA-MUTCD, applicable Caltrans Standard Plans 

and as directed by the ENGINEER. 

i. Excavations shall be backfilled and hot mix asphalt concrete or temporary asphalt concrete surface shall be placed to 

the level of the existing pavement at the end of each work period as necessary to provide the required number of travel 

lanes and access to intersecting streets. 

j. The contractor shall provide temporary K-rails, visual barriers and temporary crash cushions as necessary to protect 

traffic from excavation areas. If K-Rails are provided, then the minimum distance between the traveling lane and the rails 

shall be 2 feet. 

k. All pre-existing permanent traffic control signs and devices shall remain in operation unless a substitute operation is 

arranged for and approved by the ENGINEER. 

I. The Contractor shall use illuminated or reflective warning construction signs at appropriate locations for the project 

and/or as directed by the ENGINEER. The Contractor shall also use flashing arrow boards for each lane closure in addition 

to other delineation. 
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m. C-18 ROAD CONSTRUCTION AHEAD, C-17 with 25 MILE SPEED LIMIT, and soft barricades shall be used at all 

approaches as may be suitable. The Contractor shall employ sufficient traffic barriers to prevent traffic from entering the 

construction areas. 

n. The Contractor shall provide flagmen to direct the traffic where required and as directed by the ENGINEER. 

The Contractor shall maintain a 24-hour emergency service to remove, install, relocate, and maintain warning devices 

and shall furnish the ENGINEER with names and telephone numbers of at least three people responsible for emergency 

service response. In the event these people do not promptly respond when notified, or it becomes necessary to call 

other forces to accomplish emergency service, the Contractor will be held liable for any costs incurred. A $400/hour at 4-

hour minimum will be charged to the Contractor. Any deviation from these requirements is not permitted. No payment 

will be made to the Contractor until problems are corrected to the satisfaction of the ENGINEER. 

PAYMENT 

Payment for the preceding shall be at the lump sum price bid for Traffic Control and shall be considered full 

compensation for preparing all necessary traffic control plans, providing all labor, materials, equipment including arrow 

boards, police services, barricades, safe pedestrian access provisions and related work as required. Additional 

compensation shall not be allowed. 

SECTION 303 - CONCRETE AND MASONRY CONSTRUCTION 

303-5 CONCRETE CURBS, WALl<S, GUTTERS, CROSS GUTTERS, ALLEY INTERSECTIONS, ACCESS RAMPS, AND 

DRIVEWAYS 

303-5.1 Requirements 

303-5.1.1 General. 

Concrete curbs, walks, gutters, spandrels, cross gutters, alley intersections, access ramps, and driveways shall be 

constructed of Portland cement concrete and comply with Section 201-1 of the Standard Specifications. The following 

class of concrete shall be used per each type of improvement: 

• Curb and Gutter, Spandrels, Cross Gutters, Alley Intersections, and Driveways - 560-C-3250. 

• Sidewalks and Access Ramps - 520-C-2500 

The following AC type and Crushed Miscellaneous Base (CMB) shall be used with respect to each type of improvement: 

• Asphalt Concrete Base Course shall conform to Section 302-5 of these Special Provisions. 
• Crushed Miscellaneous Base {CMB) shall be¾" fine and comply with Section 200-2.4 of the Standard 

Specifications. 
• AC Sidewalk- Surface Course (Type III-C3-PG64-10 (½" sieve size)) in conformance with Section 203-6 of the 

Standard Specifications. 

Curing compound shall be applied in accordance with the provisions of the GREENBOOI<. 

CITY Stanaard Drawings 

The following CITY Standard Drawings shall apply or per the direction of the ENGINEER: 

• Curb and Gutter shall conform to Nos. 312 and 314. 
• Concrete Sidewalk shall conform to Nos. 411, 412, and 413, (and 414 where necessary). 4" Min PCC/4" CMB. 

• Driveways shall conform to Nos. 313, 513, and 514. 
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• Cross-gutters shall conform to No. 415 or per Standard Plan No. 122-2 or 123-2 in the "Standard Plans for Public 
Works Construction," also known as the A.P.W.A. Standard Plans. 

Caltrans Standard Plans 

The following Caltrans Standard Plans shall apply: 

• Americans with Disabilities Act {ADA) Access Ramps - Construction shall conform to Caltrans Standard Drawing 
No. A88A adjusted to meet the latest ADA regulations and requirements. The width of the wheel chair access 
ramp "W" shall be a minimum of five {5') foot wide. 

303-5.1.1 a) ADA Access Ramps 

The Contractor shall inspect the location of the Access Ramps to be re-constructed prior to beginning the work to 

determine the appropriate Caltrans Standard Plan Ramp Case to be constructed. If the work entails removing and 

replacement of existing concrete sidewalk outside the ramp work limit area as identified in these Specifications or as 

shown on the Plans, he/she shall notify the ENGINEER prior to initiating the work. 

The Contractor shall construct all necessary variable height-retaining curb at the back of the curb ramp as well as other 

retaining curb, if required, pursuant to the appropriate Caltrans Standard Plan ADA Ramp Case as determined by the 

Contractor and accepted by the ENGINEER. The Contractor shall relocate all street signs effected by the ramp 

construction to a condition equal to or better than existing. Cross slope of gutter plate and AC at curb ramp locations 

shall not exceed 5% grade in the gutter pan. 

The detectable warning surface shall be Armor-Tile replaceable truncated domes or approved equal. Contractor shall 

submit a sample of the detectable warning surface to the ENGINEER for approval, prior to the start of construction. The 

color shall be yellow. The truncated dome mat shall be installed across the entire width of the bottom of the access 

ramp and shall be installed per the manufacturer's installation recommendations, or as directed by the ENGINEER. 

The Contractor shall ensure safe passage by pedestrians during the ADA ramp construction and afford one safe crossing 

of the street at all times. The Contractor shall set-up all required signage and barricades within the work zone to provide 

safe pedestrian passage. 

Truncated Domes or Detectable Warning Surfaces 

Truncated domes or detectable warning surfaces shall be installed on existing access ramp surfaces. Detectable warning 

surfaces shall comply with City Standards and the California Building Code Title 24, and shall consist of vitrified polymer 

composite, with at least 25% by weight aluminum oxide, nominally 0.20" thick, colorfast and UV stable. Panels must be 

anchored to the sidewalk access ramp surface in accordance with manufacturer's recommendations. The color of the 

panels shall be black except for ramps adjacent to or within one block of a school. Ramps within one block of a school 

shall have yellow truncated domes. Contractor shall submit a sample of the detectable warning surface to the ENGINEER 

for approval, prior to start of construction. 

Grind Ramp Lip to 0" Curb Face: 

On all ramps to be retrofitted with a truncated dome, if an existing lip exists as the bottom of the ramp adjacent to the 

flowline, the Contractor shall grind the existing curb ramp lip to achieve a 0" curb face. The grind shall be tapered at the 

edge of the ramp surface, as appropriate, to avoid creating a sharp elevation drop-off and shall be 0" to½" deep and 

shall be at least 6" wide in a straight-line-grade. Grades within the grind area shall also be limited to 8.33%. The price of 

grinding the lip shall be included in the unit price for retrofitting the existing curb ramp. 
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AC Tie-in 

The Contractor shall saw cut, remove, and reconstruct a minimum of a two (2) foot width (slot patch) of adjoining 

structural section of the pavement to the limits of the ADA Ramp construction (BCR joint to ECR joint). The AC structural 

section to be replaced shall be 8" AC Base Course/8" CMB or 12" full depth AC Base Course with compaction as required 

by the Standard Specifications. 

If there is an asphalt concrete adjoining sidewalk to be reconstructed to tie into the new concrete ramp, a one-foot (1') 

adjoining pavement section shall be removed and replaced with a structural section of 4" AC Surface Course/4" CMB. 

Curb and Gutter 

The Contractor shall sawcut and remove existing curb and gutter, and construct either Type "C-6" curb and gutter or "C-

8" curb and gutter pursuant to the existing curb and gutter condition conforming to the CITY Standard Drawing No. 312, 

rolled curb and gutter and/or modified curb and gutter at locations marked in the field by the ENGINEER or as designed 

on the Plans. 

SPECIAL NOTE: In order to comply with ADA requirements cross slope of gutter plate and AC at curb ramp locations shall 

not exceed 5% grade in the gutter pan. 

SPECIAL NOTE: Curing compound shall be applied in accordance with the provisions of the GREEN BOOK. 

Removal of the Concrete Curb and Gutter and AC shall conform to Section 401 "Removal" of the Standard Specifications. 

Existing Landscape Areas 

All existing landscaping/irrigation/backfill removed, as part of the access ramp construction shall be replaced in-kind and 

made a part of the work in conformance with these Special Provisions and Standard Specifications at no additional cost 

to the CITY. 

Other Existing Facilities and Obstructions 

The Contractor shall protect all existing improvements within the work area not designated to be removed in-place and 

intact and shall replace any existing improvements damaged by his/her operations at no additional cost to the CITY. 

The Contractor shall locate and protect the traffic signal home-run within the slot patch and ramp area and coordinate 

with the City with respect to the signal loop replacement work as shown on the plans or as required. If the Contractor 

damages the existing signal loop conductor/conduit or other wiring to the signal pull box, all damage to said existing 

improvements shall be repaired/replaced to an in-kind condition pursuant to the required specifications and the system 

shall be restored for full operation at no cost to the City. 

The Contractor shall mark, protect, adjust, and re-set all utility boxes/vaults within the reconstructed area. Additionally, 

the Contractor shall replace any existing marked, labeled or stamped concrete on the face of curb of existing utilities, 

which include, but not limited, to water, sewer, gas, etc. at no additional cost to the City. 

303-5.1.1 b) Curb and Gutter 

Per CITY Standards, weakened plane joints are required every ten feet (10') and felt paper every forty feet (40'). 

Transitional curb and gutter_shall be ten feet (10') from one type to the other. No construction joints will be permitted. 

303-5.1.1 c) Concrete Sidewalk 

The Contractor shall reconstruct existing concrete sidewalk and/or construct new concrete sidewalk around obstructions, 

install new concrete sidewalk, reconstruct or construct new ADA wheelchair ramps including monolithic retaining curb, 

meandering sidewalk, retaining curb at back of the sidewalk, and other miscellaneous concrete construction conforming 
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to these Special Provisions and as shown on the Plans. The Contractor may be directed to reconstruct concrete walkways 

within private properties in order to join new improvements. Prior to initiating the work outside the City rights-of-way, 

the City will obtain the necessary right of access documents from the private property owner. 

If there is an asphalt concrete adjoining sidewalk to be reconstructed to tie into the new concrete sidewalk, a one-foot 

{1') adjoining pavement section shall be removed and replaced with a structural section of 4" AC Surface Course/4" CMB. 

The Contractor shall inspect the location of the concrete sidewalk work area to be re-constructed prior to beginning the 

work. If the work entails removing and replacement of existing concrete sidewalk outside the work limit area as depicted 

within these Specifications or as shown on the Plans, he/she shall notify the ENGINEER prior to initiating the work. 

Existing Landscape Areas 

All existing landscaping/irrigation/backfill removed as part of the concrete walkway construction shall be replaced in­

kind and made a part of the work in conformance with these Special Provisions, Standard Specifications, and as directed 

by the ENGINEER at no additional cost to the CITY. 

The Contractor shall place new sod or seed and top soil to match the existing grass species in the areas adjoining the 

newly constructed concrete improvements that were disturbed by his/her operations. The Contractor may be directed by 

the ENGINEER to sod or seed other areas as necessary in conformance with these Specifications. 

Top Soil shall be Modified Class "A" Topsoil and shall consist of 80% content of Class "A" Topsoil per the Standard 

Specifications and 20% content of processed wood product of type "I" organic soil amendment per the Standard 

Specifications. 

The Contractor shall protect all existing improvements within the work area not designated to be removed in-place and 

intact and shall replace any existing improvements damaged by his/her operations. Any damage beyond the construction 

limit shall be repaired at the Contractor's expense per Section 400-1 of the Standard Specifications. 

The Contractor shall protect and support existing irrigation lines and sprinkler heads in place and intact. The Contractor 

shall adjust the heads to the proper level upon completion of the new sidewalk replacement. 

The Contractor shall furnish and install all new pipe sizes to match existing, but no less than½" schedule 40, PVC pipe, to 

tie into existing pipes. New sprinkler heads shall be equal to or better than existing inclusive of all appurtenances. All 

work shall conform to the applicable sections of the Standard Specifications and as directed by the ENGINEER. 

The Contractor may salvage and reuse sprinkler heads that are still in reusable and functional condition for use at 

locations from which they were removed. 

The Contractor shall cut interfering portions of existing irrigation lines and cap all ends for future reconnection at the 

time that the work is started at each location. All repair and replacement of the irrigation system shall be done within 

five (5) days or sooner after disconnection. During disconnection period of existing irrigation systems, the Contractor 

shall maintain the existing grass, trees, shrubs, and other existing landscape in a live condition with a temporary 

irrigation system and/or shall water the landscaped areas by hand. Homeowner's water supply shall not be used without 

written consent from each homeowner. 

The Contractor shall modify, relocate or replace and/or extend all encountered irrigation lines or sprinkler heads so as to 

give full coverage to landscape area. 

The Contractor may be directed to extend the existing sprinkler system or place a P.V.C. sleeve under the new sidewalk 

improvements into the landscaped area between the curb and sidewalk and other locations as necessary as determined 

in the field by the ENGINEER. 
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Prior to accepting work, the Contractor must turn the system on, and it must work properly in the presence of and to the 

satisfaction of the Engineer and property owner. The Contractor shall replace any damaged and dead grass or 

landscaping beyond construction limits resulting from Contractor's operation or insufficient water supplies at no cost to 

the CITY. 

Other Existing Facilities and Obstructions 

Contractor shall adjust to grade existing water meter boxes (WM) and traffic signal pull boxes to the new grade of the 

sidewalk. The water meter and water line shall be protected in place. Broken water meter boxes and traffic signal pull 

boxes shall be removed and replaced by the Contractor. Contact Mesa Water District to obtain and pickup new WM box. 

WM box shall be furnished to the Contractor at no cost. 

The Contractor shall protect in-place the existing mail boxes or relocate them if they do not meet U.S. Post Office 

standards (see the Standard Plans section, if applicable). The Contractor shall provide a new post in case the existing one 

cannot be saved as determined by the ENGINEER in the field. The Contractor shall relocate the existing mailboxes which 

conflict with construction of the sidewalk or pedestrian path of travel with prior approval of the U.S. Post Office Post 

Master and the ENGINEER. 

The Contractor shall relocate any street signs, which inte,rfere, or conflict with construction of the sidewalk. A minimum 

4-foot wide path of travel shall be required. 

Sidewalk obstruction flare construction shall be per City Standard Drawing No. 413 or as shown on the Plans or as 

depicted within these Specifications. 

At certain addresses, the Contractor will be directed to remove concrete and/or other improvements in the right-of-way. 

Upon the completion of the removal of existing concrete improvements within the parkway, including the underlying 

aggregate base for which no replacement is required, the Contractor shall backfill the void with Modified Class "A" 

Topsoil for placing new sod or seed as directed in those respective bid items. 

303-5.1.1 d) Concrete Cross-Gutter 

Contractor sh.all sawcut and remove existing improvements and reconstruct cross-gutter conforming to City of Costa 

Mesa Standard Drawing No. 415 or per Standard Plan No. 122-2 or 123-2 in the "Standard Plans for Public Works 

Construction," also known as the A.P.W.A. Standard Plans, and applicable sections of the Standard Specifications, as 

directed by the ENGINEER. 

Eight (8) inches of Crushed Miscellaneous Base (CMB) shall be required under all new cross gutters. 

Concrete shall be class 560-C-3250. (High early strength concrete mix) 

Crushed Miscellaneous base material and construction shall conform to Subsections 200 and 301 of the "Green book," 

and as directed by the Engineer. The sieve size shall be¾" (fine). 

New improvements shall be constructed to grades as indicated on the plans to provide a proper flow line with the 

existing improvements as indicated on the plans. 

All cross gutters and spandrel work shall be done in phases in order to provide one travel lane in each direction at all 

times. Contractor shall provide steel plates to bridge excavations for vehicles at no cost to the City in order to provide 

vehicle access. 

303-5.1.1 e) Concrete Driveway Approach 

Contractor shall sawcut and remove existing improvements and construct P.C.C. Driveway Approach per City of Costa 

Mesa Standard Drawing Nos. 313, 513, and 514 and also to Standard Plan No. 110-2, Type "B" in the "Standard Plans for 

Public Works Construction," also known as the A.P.W.A. Standard Plans. All work shall conform to the applicable portions 
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of Section 303-5 of the Standard Specifications. Six (6) inches of Crushed Miscellaneous Base (CMB) shall be required 

under all new driveways. 

The Contractor shall adjust all existing utility boxes and conduit, or water meter boxes within the new driveway 

approach, to its new finished grade, and the adjustment shall be included in the bid price per square foot of Residential 

Driveway or Commercial Driveway. Removals and/or relocations necessary for driveway construction are to be paid as 

part of this bid item, except where a separate bid item exists for a stated removal or relocation item of work. 

Concrete shall be class 560-C-3250. 

Crushed Miscellaneous base material and construction shall conform to Subsections 200 and 301 of the "Green book," 

and as directed by the ENGINEER. The sieve size shall be¾" (fine). 

If there is existing asphalt concrete adjoining into the new concrete driveway approach, a one-foot (1') adjoining 

pavement section shall be removed and replaced with a structural section of 6" AC Surface Course/6" CMB. 

Asphalt concrete for slot paving shall be¾" for base course and½" for surface course, which is covered in Section 400-4 

of Standard Specifications (latest edition). 

Soils and aggregate tests shall conform to State of California test methods which may be substituted for designated 

ASTM test methods as noted herein. Laboratory maximum density tests shall be per Method 2 of Subsection 211-2.1. 

The correction for oversize materials as stated in Test Method No. California 216 shall be replaced with Note 2 of ASTM 

D1557. 

New improvements shall be constructed to grades as indicated on the plans to match existing improvements and field 

condition with proper grade to form a safe and smooth riding surface. 

Contractor shall provide steel plates to bridge excavations for vehicles at no cost to the City in order to provide access to 

driveways if requested by the resident. 

P.C.C. curb, gutter, sidewalks, and access ramps shall conform to the provisions of Section 303-5 of the Standard 

Specifications. 

P.C.C. curb and gutter shall conform to City Std. Dwg. Nos. 312 and 314. 

P.C.C. sidewalk shall conform to City Std. Dwg. Nos. 411, 412, and 413, (and 414 where necessary). 

P.C.C. cross-gutters shall conform to SPPWC Std. Plan No. 122-3 or City Std. Dwg. No. 415, as directed by the Engineer. 

Removal of existing concrete and masonry improvements and structures and composite pavement shall conform to 

Section 401- Removal, of the Standard Specifications and these Special provisions. 

Concrete curb, gutter, sidewalks, and access ramps shall be constructed of Portland cement concrete of the class and 

other requirements prescribed in Subsection 201-1 of the Standard Specifications. 

All excavation, clearing and grubbing shall be performed in accordance per Sections 300 and 303 of the Standard 

Specifications. Payment shall be included in the price for the various contract items of work, and no additional 

compensation shall be allowed therefore. 

The Contractor shall replace all damaged existing curb drain outlets to a satisfactory working condition. 

The new P.C.C. curb, gutter, sidewalks, and access ramps shall conform in grade, finish, and color to the adjoining 

portions. 
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Any sections of said work having a patchwork appearance will be rejected by the City Engineer, and the Contractor shall 

replace them at his own expense. To ensure a neat break line between existing and new portions of P.C.C. curb, gutter, 

sidewalks, and access ramps, the Contractor shall be required to use a concrete cutting saw of a type approved by the 

City Engineer. 

The Contractor is required to sawcut all concrete full depth. All sawcuts shall be neat, straight lines. Removal shall be to 

the nearest construction joints or weakened plane joints. 

Construction joint and weakened plain joint spacing shall match the adjoining sidewalk to the extent possible. 

Compensation for sawcutting shall be included as part of the unit cost bid for all the various contract items of work. 

Attention is directed to Subsections 201-4 and 303-1.10 for the Standard Specifications for curing requirements. Full 

compensation for conforming to the requirements of Subsections 201-4 and 303-1.10 of the Standard Specifications shall 

be considered as included in the prices for the various contract items of work, and no additional compensation will be 

paid therefore. 

Curb at each separate location shall be completed within five (5) working days from the time the repair work is initiated, 

or as directed as the Engineer. Forms shall be removed as soon as the concrete has had sufficient time to cure. 

It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to complete all initiated repairs by the end of the Friday of each working 

week unless specified otherwise by the City Engineer. 

All form work shall be inspected by the Project Engineer prior to placement of concrete. 

Trenches shall be protected at nighttime, on weekends, and during non-working hours. 

It shall be the contractor's responsibility to assure that the work site is maintained in a safe condition at all times, 

especially at weekends. 

New construction (i.e., access ramps) shall be coordinated to avoid conflicts with existing power poles, street lights, fire 

hydrants, and catch basins. All adjacent areas shall be graded and restored to original condition upon completion. 

All form work including reinforcing steel shall be inspected by the Project Engineer prior to placement of concrete. 

P.C.C. curb, curb and gutter, sidewalks, curb access ramps, cross gutters, bus pads and driveways shall be constructed 

over 6 inches of crushed miscellaneous base (CMB). Payment for CMB required under these items shall be. included in 

the unit prices bid items for P.C.C. curb, curb and gutter, sidewalks, cross gutters, driveway aprons, and curb access 

ramps, and no additional compensation shall be allowed therefore. 

The Contractor is advised that the planned longitudinal gutter slopes may mild to flat gradients. To provide for positive 

drainage, the Contractor shall "water test" the flowline. When the gutter concrete is freshly placed and floated to form, a 

small amount of water shall be placed in the upstream end of the gutter. The gutter flowline shall be finished to remove 

high points to allow water to freely drain to the downstream end of the gutter. 

Trenches shall be covered at night, on weekends, and during non-working hours. 

It shall be the contractor's responsibility to assure that the work site is maintained in a safe condition at all times, 

especially at night and weekends. 

303-5.7 Repairs and Replacements. 

All work which is defective in its construction or deficient in any of the requirements of these Special Provisions shall be 

remedied, or removed and replaced by the Contractor in a manner acceptable to the City and no compensation will be 

allowed for such correction.

The minimum length for removal and replacement of unsatisfactory work shall be score line to score line for sidewalk. 

Sawcutting is required for all removals of defective concrete work at no additional cost. 

Upon failure on the part of the Contractor to comply forthwith with any order the City makes under the provisions of this 

Section, the City shall have authority to cause defective work to be removed and replaced and deduct the costs thereof 

from any monies due or to become due the Contractor. 

303.5-8 Backfilling and Cleanup. 

The construction of any improvement in place shall mean that in addition to the requirements under Section 303-5.8 of 

the Standard Specifications relating to 11Backfilling and Clean up," the Contractor shall be responsible for backfilling the 

area excavated for the purpose of setting forms. Said backfill shall be considered part of the bid price for the various 

contract items of work, and no further compensation shall be paid therefore. Said backfill shall be done immediately 

following the removal of forms. 

If no new construction is to be placed in the location where concrete has been removed, then the area shall be backfilled 

and graded to match existing grade. 

During all phases of construction, the Contractor shall maintain a clean work site. The contractor shall be responsible for 

the removal and disposal of all concrete, asphalt, tree roots, and any other debris resulting from the work performed. 

Full compensation shall be considered as included in the prices for the various items. 

BID ITEM NO. 3: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT CONCRETE SIDEWALK (4-INCH CONCRETE OVER 4-INCH C.M.B) INCLUDING 

ADA RAMPS 

The Contractor shall reconstruct existing concrete sidewalk and/or construct new concrete sidewalk, which includes new 

wheelchair ramps including monolithic curb, sidewalk flares around obstructions, meandering sidewalk, and other 

miscellaneous concrete construction conforming to Section 303-5 of the Standard Specifications, APWA Standard 

Drawings and the City of Costa Mesa Standard Drawings Nos. 411, 412, and 413, (and 414 where necessary). Four inches 

(4")of crushed miscellaneous base (CMB) shall be required under all sidewalks, wheelchair ramps and flares. The 

Contractor may be directed to reconstruct concrete walkways within private properties in order to join new 

improvements. 

Concrete shall be class 520-C-2500. Crushed miscellaneous base material shall be ¾-inch (fine). 

If there is asphalt concrete adjoining sidewalk to be reconstructed, one-foot (1') of the adjoining pavement shall be 

removed and replaced with a structural section of 4" AC. The asphalt concrete class and grade shall be Type III-C3-PG64-

10 (½" sieve size) for surface course, which is covered in Section 400-4 of Standard Specifications (latest edition). 

Wheelchair ramp construction shall conform to Standard Drawing No. 416, and Cal-Trans Standard Drawing No. RSP 

A88A adjusted to meet the latest ADA regulations and requirements, and the Contractor shall construct all necessary 

retaining curb as required. The work shall include the relocation of street signs to a condition equal to or better than 

existing. It shall also include the construction of the variable height-retaining curb at the back of the curb ramp. The 

width of the wheel chair access ramp 11W" shall be a minimum of five foot wide. 

If the location marked by the Engineer consists of removing existing improvements and constructing new concrete 

sidewalk, the work shall include the removal and disposal of the existing improvements, clearing and grubbing (including 

tree roots to a depth of 6" below subgrade), excavation, compaction, and furnishing and placing 4" of CMB. 

If the location marked by the Engineer consists of removing existing landscaping and dirt improvements and constructing 

new concrete sidewalk, the work shall include the removal and disposal of the existing improvements, clearing and 

grubbing (including tree roots to a depth of 6" below subgrade), excavation, compaction, furnishing and placing 4" of 

CMB, and regrading the area next to the newly constructed sidewalk to join existing at 1:6 grade. 
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The Contractor shall protect all existing drainage pipes, busbenches, bus shelters and other structures and other existing 

improvements not designated to be removed in-place and intact. 

Contractor shall adjust to grade existing water meter boxes (WM) and traffic signal pull box to the new grade of the 

sidewalk. The water meter and water line shall be protected in place. Broken water meter boxes and traffic signal 

pull boxes shall be removed and replaced by the Contractor. Contractor shall contact Mesa Water District or Irvine Ranch 
Water District to obtain and pickup new WM box. Contractor shall contact Engineer for the procurement of new traffic 

signal pull boxes. WM box and traffic signal pull box shall be furnished to the Contractor at no cost. 

The Contractor shall protect in-place the existing mail boxes or relocate them if they do not meet U.S. Post Office 

standards (see the Standard Plans section). The Contractor shall provide a new post in case the existing one cannot be 

saved and the Engineer in the field will determine that. Also, the Contractor shall relocate any street signs, which 

interfere, or conflict with construction. A minimum 4-foot wide path of travel shall be required. 

Sidewalk obstruction flare construction shall be per City Standard Drawing No. 413 or as shown on attached Detail 

Drawings included in the contract document. 

Any damage beyond the construction limit shall be repaired at the Contractor's expense per Section 7-9 of the Standard 

Specifications. During construction, the Contractor shall protect and support existing irrigation lines and sprinkler heads 

in place and intact. The Contractor shall adjust them to the proper level upon completion of the new sidewalk 

replacement. 

The Contractor shall furnish and install all new pipe size to match existing but no less than½" schedule 40, PVC pipe to 

tie into existing pipes, new sprinkler heads equal to or better than existing, and all appurtenances. All work shall conform 

to Sections 212-2 and 308-Sof the Standard Specifications and as directed by the Engineer. 

The Contractor may salvage and reuse sprinkler heads that are still in reusable and functional condition for use at 

locations from which they were removed. 

At the time that the work is started at each location, the Contractor shall cut interfering portions of existing irrigation 

lines and cap all ends for future reconnection. All repair and replacement of the irrigation system shall be done within 

five (5) days or sooner after disconnection. During disconnection period of existing irrigation systems, the Contractor 

shall maintain the existing grass, trees, shrubs, and other existing landscape in a live condition with temporary irrigation 

system and/or shall water the landscaped areas by hand. Homeowner's water supply shall not be used without written 

consent from each homeowner. 

The Contractor shall modify, relocate or replace and/or extend all encountered irrigation lines or sprinkler heads so as to 

give full coverage to landscape area. 

As determined in the field by the Engineer, the Contractor may be directed to extend the existing sprinkler system or 

place a P.V.C. sleeve under the new sidewalk improvements into the landscaped area between the curb and sidewalk and 

other locations as necessary. 

Prior to accepting work, the Contractor must turn the system on, and it must work properly in the presence of and to the 

satisfaction of the Engineer and property owner. The Contractor at no cost to the City shall replace any damaged and 

dead grass or landscaping beyond construction limits resulting from Contractor's operation or insufficient water supplies. 

The Contractor shall furnish and place Modified Class "A" Topsoil and new sod or seed in accordance with Section 212-1 

and Section 308 of the Standard Specifications for parkways and behind the right-of-way areas. 

The Modified Class "A" Topsoil shall consist of 80% content of Class "A" Topsoil per the Standard Specifications and 20% 

content of processed wood product of type "I" organic soil amendment per the Standard Specifications. 
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The Contractor shall place new sod or seed to match the existing grass species in the areas adjoining the newly 

constructed concrete improvements that were disturbed by his/her operations. 

The Contractor shall also place new sod or seed for filled and regraded areas. The Contractor may be directed by the 

Engineer to sod or seed other areas as necessary in conformance with these Specifications. 

At certain addresses, the Contractor will be directed to remove concrete and/or other improvements in the right-of-way 

(SEE LIST WITHIN SPECIFICATIONS.) Upon the completion of the removal of existing concrete improvements within the 

parkway, including the underlying aggregate base for which no replacement is required, the Contractor shall backfill the 

void with Modified Class "A" Topsoil for placing new sod or seed as directed in those respective bid items. 

All concrete work shall be finished in texture, scoring, banding in generally the same manner as the adjacent existing 

improvements, unless specified. The textured surface for the sidewalk shall be created with the use of surface retarding 

chemicals manufactured by the Grace Companies. Top Cast or equal shall be utilized for this project, with the ability to 

resist heat up to 60 degrees celsius, application rate of 250 to 350 square foot per gallon and a curing time of 16 to 72 

hours. 

PAYMENT 

Payment for the preceding requirements shall be per the unit price bid per square foot of new sidewalk and shall 

include: 

1. Saw cutting, clearing and grubbing, unclassified excavation, furnishing and placement of 4" CMB, placement of 

concrete, construction of wheelchair ramps in compliance with ADA and Title 24 guidelines, monolithic curb at 

wheel chair ramps, removing tree roots encounter within the excavation limits, blocking out and/or widening 
existing tree wells. 

2. Restoration of sprinkler systems including any reducers required for different pipe sizes, and from existing or new 

pipes to the sprinkler heads, connection points, all fittings, all tees and ells, backfill material for pipe trench, and 

all miscellaneous materials for proper installation and/or modification for construction of complete sprinkler 
system 

3. Furnish and place Modified Class "A" Topsoil, landscaping, plants and new sod as disturbed by operations. 

4. Re-grading the areas adjacent to the new sidewalk construction to transition to join new improvements at 1:6 

grade. 

5. Installing 4' wide concrete walkway in the parkway or as directed by the Engineer in the field. 

6. Remove and replace existing PCC improvements in the parkway or behind R.O.W. at the marked limits, including 

tree well widening locations or as directed by the Engineer in the field. 

7. Adjusting water meter boxes, water valves, and traffic signal pullbox to grade within replacement area. 

8. Protect in-place the existing mailboxes. If mailbox location does not meet U.S.P.S. Standards, relocate and install 

new posts and reattach. 

9. Grind or remove existing tree roots in the excavation limits (trees were previously removed by others). 

10. Removing misc. parkway concrete, widening areas at tree wells and/or areas of existing pavers, and replacing 
with modified Class "A" topsoil to join existing. 

11. Replacement, or repair to the existing curb drains during construction operations. 

12. Removal and/or relocation of existing fences from the public right-of-way. 
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13. One-foot (1') width AC slot patch behind sidewalk adjacent to asphalt concrete paved areas at required locations. 

14. At certain addresses, the Contractor will be directed to remove parkway concrete and/or other improvements in 

the right-of-way. Upon the completion of the removal of existing concrete improvements within the parkway, 

including the underlying aggregate base for which no replacement is required, the Contractor shall backfill the 

void with Modified Class "A" Topsoil for placing new sod or seed as directed in those respective bid items. 

No additional compensation will be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 4: REMOVE EXISITING AND RECONSTRUCT C-6 CURB & GUTTER OVER 6" CMB WITH 2' A.C. SLOT PAVE 

Measurement and Payment for "Remove Existing and Reconstruct C-6 Curb & Gutter over 6" Crushed Miscellaneous 

Base (CMB) with 2' Asphalt Concrete (A.C.) Slot Pave" shall be per the unit price bid per Lineal Foot {L.F.) as constructed 

in accordance with these Speclal Provisions, Standard Specifications, and as shown on the Plans. This bid item shall 

include the removal and disposal of existing curb and gutter, sawcutting, unclassified excavation, furnishing and placing 

CMB below curb and gutter, root removal, temporary AC pavement, repair of AC slot pavement adjacent to the proposed 

curb & gutter removal and construction, construction of variable curb height to meet existing sidewalk and existing 

improvements, depressed curb for driveway approach, curb drain removal and replacement, replacement of any 

damaged irrigation lines and sprinkler heads, replacement of any damaged grass, paint red curb, replacements of any 

survey monuments and/or ties; replacement of any damaged traffic signal home-run or wiring to the signal pull box, and 

other work as required to complete the work. No additional compensation shall be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 5: REMOVE EXISITING AND RECONSTRUCT C-8 CURB & GUTTER OVER 6" CMB WITH 2' A.C. SLOT PAVE 

Measurement and Payment for "Remove Existing and Reconstruct C-8 Curb & Gutter over 6" Crushed Miscellaneous 

Base (CMB) with 2' Asphalt Concrete (A.C.) Slot Pave" shall be per the unit price bid per Lineal Foot (L.F.) as constructed 

in accordance with these Special Provisions, Standard Specifications, and as shown on the Plans. This bid item shall 

include the removal and disposal of existing curb and gutter, sawcutting, unclassified excavation, furnishing and placing 

CMB below curb and gutter, root removal, temporary AC pavement, repair of AC slot pavement adjacent to the proposed 

curb & gutter removal and construction, construction of variable curb height to meet existing sidewalk and existing 

improvements, depressed curb for driveway approach, curb drain removal and replacement, replacement of any 

damaged irrigation lines and sprinkler heads, replacement of any damaged grass, paint red curb, replacements of any 

survey monuments and/or ties; replacement of any damaged traffic signal home-run or wiring to the signal pull box, and 

other work as required to complete the work. No additional compensation shall be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 6: REMOVE EXISITING AND RECONSTRUCT P.C.C. DRIVEWAY APPROACH (6-INCH CONCRETE OVER 6-INCH 

C.M.B.) 

Measurement and Payment for "Remove Existing and Reconstruct Driveway Approach (6" Portland Cement Concrete 

(P.C.C.)" shall be 6" Portland Cement Concrete (P.C.C.) over 6" Crushed Miscellaneous Base (C.M.B.) per the unit price 

bid per Square Foot (S.F.) and shall include sawcut, removal and disposal of existing P.C.C. and miscellaneous 

improvements, excavation and subgrade preparation, Crushed Miscellaneous Base, forms, P.C.C., backfilling, restoring 

form areas, steel plates, and all labor, materials, equipment and incidentals as required to complete the work. No other 

compensation will be allowed. 

BID ITEM NO. 7: INSTALL ROOT BARRIERS 

Measurement and Payment for "Install Root Barrier" shall be per the unit price bid per Lineal Foot (LF) for this item shall 

be made at the contact unit price bid per lineal foot of root barrier installed and shall include provisions for all 

excavation, cutting, removal, and disposal of existing root systems, and back fill required to install the root barrier. No 

further compensation will be allowed. 
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BID ITEM NO. 8: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT MISCELLANEOUS AC PAVEMENT {EXCLUDES 2' AC SLOT PAVE} 

Measurement and Payment for "Remove & Reconstruct Miscellaneous AC Pavement" per the unit price bid per 

Tonnage (TON} and shall include AC material, furnishing and placement of CMB, sawcutting, unclassified excavation, 

removal and disposal of existing AC improvement, Tack Coat, and all other work as required to complete the work. No 

additional compensation will be allowed. 

This item of work does not include the AC pavement work that is required for Bid Items No. 3-6. 

At the direction of the Engineer, the contractor shall sawcut, remove, and construct new asphalt pavement. Limits, lines, 

and grades shall be marked or as directed by the Engineer in the field. For residential streets, the minimum structural 

section shall be of 6" AC over 6" CMB or as directed by the Engineer in the field. For arterial streets, the minimum 

structural section shall be 12" AC over 12" CMB or as directed by the Engineer in the field. 

Tack coat shall comply with the provisions of the "GREEN BOOK." 

The asphalt concrete class and grade shall be Type III-B2-PG64-10 (¾" sieve size) for base course and Type III-C3-PG64-10 

(½" sieve size) for surface course. Surface course shall be a minimum two inches (2") thick as covered in Section 400-4 of 

Standard Specifications (latest edition). 

The contractor acknowledges that this bid item will only be used at the discretion of the Engineer to transition and join 

new construction to meet existing field conditions and/or to repair damaged asphalt pavement. 

The quantities for this bid item shall be limited to the work directed by the Engineer and no adjustments for increased 

compensation shall be allowed for substantial reductions. 

BID ITEM NO. 9: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT CONCRETE SIDEWALK AT CITY PARKS {6" CONCRETE OVER NATIVE) 

The Contractor shall saw cut and remove existing sidewalk and construct new 6" thick concrete sidewalk over native at 

locations in City parks marked in the field by the Engineer. 

Since the concrete sidewalk is located outside the right-of-way, Title 24 of the Building Code shall apply and the grade of 

the walkway (concrete sidewalk) shall not exceed 5% and the cross fall shall be less than 2%. 

Concrete shall be a 3250-psi pump mix. A pump may be required if the contractor cannot place the concrete material 

with other equipment. 

If the location marked by the Engineer consists of removing existing improvements and reconstructing existing concrete 

sidewalk, the work shall include the removal and disposal of the existing improvements, clearing and grubbing (including 

tree roots to a depth of 6" below subgrade), excavation, compaction, furnishing and regrading the area next to the newly 

constructed sidewalk to join existing at 1:6 grade. 

Contractor shall coordinate the work with City Maintenance Services staff and protect in place all existing City irrigation 

facilities and mainlines. 

SPECIAL NOTES FOR COLORED CONCRETE (Wimbledon Park only): 

Integral color for sidewalk shall be Scofield Chromix type with 2% color or a dust on product. The finish shall match the 

adjacent existing sidewalk. Coloring for sidewalk shall comply with Sections 303-7 and 303-7.3 Method B (Integral Color) 

of Standard Specifications and details shown herein. The color shall be determined by the engineer. Contractor shall 

submit color chart with samples to the Engineer for approval prior to beginning work. The contractor shall furnish the 

Engineer a sample of each PCC color two weeks prior to constructing sidewalk for review and approval. Colored PCC 

installation shall exactly conform to Scofield installation procedures and specifications. Any deviation in installed PCC 

color from the approved sample shall be removed and replaced by the Contractor at no additional expense. 
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All concrete work shall be finished in texture, scoring, banding in generally the same manner as the adjacent existing 

improvements, unless specified. 

The textured surface for the sidewalk shall be created with the use of surface retarding chemicals manufactured by the 

Grace Companies. Top Cast or equal shall be utilized for this project, with the ability to resist heat up to 60 degrees 

celsius, application rate of 250 to 350 square foot per gallon and a curing time of 16 to 72 hours. 

Payment: 

Payment for the preceding shall be per the unit price bid per square foot of 6" sidewalk and shall include saw cutting; the 

removal and disposal of existing concrete; unclassified excavation; removal of existing tree roots in the area to be 

excavated; excavation, compaction, regrading, concrete; placement of new concrete; colored concrete; replacement of 

any damaged irrigation lines and sprinkler heads; replacement of any damaged sod and/or landscaping; replacement of 

damaged plants; replacement of any existing labeled locations of utilities on face of curb; and other work as required to 

complete the work. No additional compensation will be allowed 

BID ITEM NO. 10: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT TYPE A CURB AT CITY PARKS 

BID ITEM NO. 11: REMOVE & RECONSTRUCT P.C.C. V-GUTTER {2.5' WIDTH) AT CITY PARKS 

The Contractor shall sawcut and remove existing curb and gutter, Type "A" curb with maximum 8" curb height as per 

Standard Drawing No. 311, V-gutter, rolled curb and gutter and/or modified curb and gutter conforming to the City of 

Costa Mesa Standard drawing No. 312 and/or at locations marked in the field by the Engineer. 

The work shall also include saw cutting, removal, and reconstruction of the adjoining asphalt concrete roadway {slot 

patch) of a minimum width of two-feet {2'). The replacement roadway structural section shall be 12" full depth AC for 

streets shown on the City's Master Plan of Arterial Highways and 611 AC/6" CMB on all other streets. The asphalt concrete 

shall be¾" for base course and½" for surface course, which is covered in Section 400-4 of Standard Specifications (latest 

edition). 

Six {6) inches of crushed miscellaneous base {CMB) shall be required under all new curbs and v-gutter, and compacted to 

95 percent relative density. 

Per City Standards, weakened plane joints are required every ten feet (10') and felt paper every forty feet 

(40'). Transitional curb and gutter shall be ten feet (10') from one type to the other. No construction joints will be 

permitted. 

All roots and stumps encountered in the excavation limits shall be removed and/or ground to six (6) inches below 

subgrade. 

Concrete for curbs and v-gutter shall be 560-C-3250. Crushed Miscellaneous Base shall be¾" fine. 

The work shall also include removal and replacement of the interfering portions of existing curb drainpipe that lie in the 

path of the construction to be performed. Existing curb drainpipe shall be replaced with three inch (3") and four inch 

(4") inside diameter ABS Schedule 40 pipe for six inch {6") and eight-inch {8") curb height respectively. The work 

required includes the cutting and removal of existing pipe, constructing holes in new curbs where applicable, enlarging 

holes in the existing curb as required, connecting the upper end of the new pipe to the existing pipe and the lower end 

to the outside of the curb outlet, and related work as required. All work shall conform to Sections 306-7 and 308-5.2.3 

of the Standard Specifications unless otherwise directed. 
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The work shall include replacement or relocation of any damaged irrigation lines and sprinkler heads to a condition equal 

to or better than existing; and replacement of any sod, landscaping and/or plants damaged as a result of the 

construction operations. Modified Class "A" Topsoil and sod shall be required. 

The work shall also include replacement of any existing marked, labeled or stamped concrete on the face of curb of 

existing utilities which include but not limited to water, sewer, gas, etc. 

SPECIAL NOTE: Curing compound shall be applied in accordance with the provisions of the GREENBOOI<. 

PAYMENT 

Payment for the preceding shall be per the unit price bid per linear foot Type A curb and v-gutter and shall include saw 

cutting; the removal and disposal of existing curb and gutter; unclassified excavation; furnishing and placing 6" of CMB 

below curb and gutter; removal of existing tree roots in the area to be excavated; adjacent AC/CMB pavement 

replacement, construction of variable curb height to meet existing sidewalk and existing improvements; adjustment of 

the shallower 5% gutter pan to meet A.D.A. requirements; depressed curb for driveway approach and wheelchair ramps; 

curb drain removal, extension, and replacement; replacement of any damaged irrigation lines and sprinkler heads; 

replacement of any damaged sod and/or landscaping; replacement of damaged plants; replacement of any existing 

labeled locations of utilities on face of curb; replacements of any survey monuments and/or ties; and other work as 

required to complete the work. No additional compensation will be allowed. 

Payment for the reconstruction of rolled curb and gutter as directed by the Engineer in accordance with the preceding 

criteria is included under the Bid Item for Type "C-6" curb and gutter.

DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE POLICY 



BACKGROUND 

CITY OF COSTA MESA, CALIFORNIA 

COUNCIL POLICY 

Under the Federal Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988, passed as part of omnibus drug legislation 
enacted November 18, 1988, contractors and grantees of Federal funds must certify that they will 
provide drug-free workplaces. At the present time, the City of Costa Mesa, as a sub-grantee of 
Federal funds under a variety of programs, is required to abide by this Act. The City Council has 
expressed its support of the national effort to eradicate drug abuse through the creation of a 
Substance Abuse Committee, institution of a City-wide D.A.R.E. program in all local schools and 
other activities in support of a drug-free community. This policy is intended to extend that effort 
to contractors and grantees of the City of Costa Mesa in the elimination of dangerous drugs in the 
workplace. 

PURPOSE 

It is the purpose of this Policy to: 

1. Clearly state the City of Costa Mesa's commitment to a drug-free society. 

2. Set forth guidelines to ensure that public, private, and nonprofit organizations receiving 
funds from the City of Costa Mesa share the commitment to a drug-free workplace. 

POLICY 

The City Manager, under direction by the City Council, shall take the necessary steps to see that 
the following provisions are included in all contracts and agreements entered into by the City of 
Costa Mesa involving the disbursement of funds. 

1. Contractor or Sub-grantee hereby certifies that it will provide a drug-free workplace by: 

A. Publishing a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, 
distribution, dispensing, possession, or use of a controlled substance is prohibited in 
Contractor's and/or sub-grantee's workplace, specifically the job site or location 
included in this contract, and specifying the actions that will be taken against the 
employees for violation of such prohibition; 

8. Establishing a Drug-Free Awareness Program to inform employees about: 
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1. The dangers of drug abuse in the workplace; 

2. Contractor's and/or sub-grantee's policy of maintaining a drug-free workplace; 

3. Any available drug counseling, rehabilitation and employee assistance programs; 
and 

4. The penalties that may be imposed upon employees for drug abuse violations 
occurring in the workplace; 

C. Making it a requirement that each employee to be engaged in the performance of the 
contract be given a copy of the statement required by subparagraph A; 

D. Notifying the employee in the statement required by subparagraph 1 A that, as a 
condition of employment under the contract, the employee will: 

1. Abide by the terms of the statement; and 

2. Notify the employer of any criminal drug statute conviction for a violation occurring 
in the workplace no later than five (5) days after such conviction; 

E. Notifying the City of Costa Mesa within ten (10) days after receiving notice under 
subparagraph 1 D 2 from an employee or otherwise receiving the actual notice of such 
conviction; 

F. Taking one of the following actions within thirty (30) days of receiving notice under 
subparagraph 1 D 2 with respect to an employee who is so convicted: 

1. Taking appropriate personnel action against such an employee, up to and 
including termination; or 

2. Requiring such employee to participate satisfactorily in a drug abuse assistance or 
rehabilitation program approved for such purposes by a Federal, State, or local 
health agency, law enforcement, or other appropriate agency; 
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G. Making a good faith effort to maintain a drug-free workplace through implementation 
of subparagraphs 1 A through 1 F, inclusive. 

2. Contractor and/or sub-grantee shall be deemed to be in violation of this Policy if the City 
of Costa Mesa determines that: 

a. Contractor and/or sub-grantee has made a false certification under paragraph 1 
above; 

b. Contractor and/or sub-grantee has violated the certification by failing to carry out 
the requirements of subparagraphs 1 A through 1 G above; 

c. Such number of employees of Contractor and/or sub-grantee have been convicted 
of violations of criminal drug statutes for violations occurring in the workplace as 
to indicate that the contractor and/or sub-grantee has failed to make a good faith 
effort to provide a drug-free workplace. 

3. Should. any contractor and/or sub-grantee be deemed to be in violation of this Policy 
pursuant to the provisions of 2 A, B, and C, a suspension, termination or debarment 
proceeding subject to applicable Federal, State, and local laws shall be conducted. Upon 
issuance of any final decision under this section requiring debarment of a contractor and/or 
sub-grantee, the contractor and/or sub-grantee shall be ineligible for award of any 
contract, agreement or grant from the City of Costa Mesa for a period specified in the 
decision, not to exceed five (5) years. Upon issuance of any final decision recommending 
against debarment of the contractor and/or sub-grantee, the contractor and/or sub-grantee 
shall be eligible for compensation as provided by law.
